	Lesson Summary:
The classroom teacher will introduce students to the shoebox float.  Students will complete their shoebox float around their fine art piece and present their brochure and float to the class.


Estimated Duration:
One week (5 classes) will be needed to complete the float and another week will be needed (5 classes) to present the material to the class.

Commentary:

The ultimate goal of this unit is for students to immerse them-selves in information about the state they are researching.  The children will then write and design an original brochure about the state, design a shoe-box float of the state, and design/build an art piece representative of both the state and the fine art that was developed or became prominent in the region of the country where their state is located.  In order to do this, the children will be researching their state.  This series of lessons and research periods will provide them with the historical, cultural, geographical and economic basics that they should know in order to be able to create their brochure, float, and fine-art piece.  The children will then present their projects in order to peer-teach the rest of the class about their assigned state within the United States.


Pre-Assessment:
The class will be involved in a discussion about the state items needed on each float.

Scoring Guidelines:
Teachers will gather informational data based on observation of the students as they participate in the discussion.

Post-Assessment:
Teachers will hold ongoing conferences with individual students during class work time to assess understanding and completion of the float.

The students will present their float and brochure to the rest of the class.

The projects and oral presentation will be assessed using a rubric (attached).  This will be given to the students when they begin working on the float.

Scoring Guidelines:

Assessment will be based on the students’ abilities to use resources to complete their floats.  They will also be scored based on the knowledge they share during their oral presentation.  The scores will be derived using the attached rubric.

Instructional Procedures:
Teachers will model what a completed float should include using “Ohio” as an example.  Students will be given a checklist of items that should be included on the float.  Students will use the given rubric of expectations for the completed float, brochure, and oral presentation.  Teachers will also model the oral presentation using Ohio.


Differentiated Instructional Support
Some of the students who need a greater level of support for this project will be assigned Ohio as their state topic.  Because the teacher modeled the float and presentation using Ohio, students should be able to grasp the process of building their float and presenting their project more easily.  These students will be grouped together so the teachers can more easily work closely with them.

The special education teacher will work individually with these students, as well, to make sure that they are making progress and are continuing to work on their float.  The special education teacher will also work with the students to practice the oral presentation.


Extension
Choose additional items from the checklist beyond the required amount listed to extend the project and learning.

The following independent projects may be completed in class or outside of class.

Design and write a postcard from your state.

Design a travel poster for your state.

Request information about your state by writing a letter to the department of travel and tourism for your state.

Plan a trip to your state using an AAA Guide Book.

Download your state’s song to share with the class.

Dress as a famous character from your state’s history.


Homework Options and Home Connections
Students may choose to look up information for their float at home or through the public library or other outside sources.  Students may also work on their float at home.  Students should practice oral presentations at home.
