GRADE 10

LESSON 5:  BREAK A LEG!  

Lesson Summary:
Students will present their PowerPoint presentations. They will use the PowerPoint slides as an outline and elaborate with additional information gained from their research.  Students will take notes on the presentations using the handout provided.  

Estimated Duration:
3 class periods of 50 minutes.

Lesson 5 of a five-lesson unit covering several weeks.

Commentary: 

Students must use their speech skills in many areas in society.  

They need practice in expanding the information presented on their slides, and in pacing their talk for their audience.

Pre-Assessment:
The art teacher and librarian will meet with students in small groups or individually to determine which students need help with organizing their information and / or presenting their slides, using the rubric for evaluating the unit.

Scoring Guidelines:

Teacher judgment.

Post-Assessment:
Students will present their slide shows and meet the criteria presented.  Students will use the notes handout to take notes on others presentations.

Scoring Guidelines:
Students will supplement the phrases on their slides with appropriate information. They will have one or more bibliography slides. Special effects and pictures will enhance their final projects.   Students will use the rubric, given to them at the beginning of the project, to aid in the presentation.  The art teacher will evaluate the final presentation using the rubric. 

Instructional Procedures:
· Class and individual discussion about how to improve PowerPoint presentations, using the handout--!0 Commandments of PowerPoint, and the rubric. 

· Students will check each other’s bibliography slide(s) to be certain that all information and graphics are properly cited using Writers Inc.

· Students will have time in the lab to practice their presentations, using suggestions from class discussion and Writers Inc.
· Students will present their PowerPoint programs and take notes on others’.


Differentiated Instructional Support
Students have a graphic organizer of and a rubric for evaluating the final project to help them evaluate their presentations prior to their turn. Because this is a multi-grade class, many different ability levels will be present.  Students who have little experience may need individual attention from the librarian or art teacher.  The teacher and Librarian will be available to consult with a student who has difficulty. Students may use note cards, while presenting.

The art teacher will be sensitive to different learning styles by allowing flexibility in the amount of information presented as long as minimum requirements are met.

Extension

Students will be encouraged to practice their presentations in front of small groups of students.  They may also present to students from study halls.  


Homework Options and Home Connections
Students may need to practice their PowerPoint presentations during study halls, before or after school, or at home.  


Interdisciplinary Connections

Students may be able to use the research or PowerPoint presentation in an English or history class.
