	Ohio Standards Connections:

English Language Arts – Reading Standard: 
Reading Applications: Literary Text
Students enhance their understanding of the human story by reading literary texts that represent a variety of authors, cultures and eras. They learn to apply the reading process to the various genres of literature, including fables, folk tales, short stories, novels, poetry and drama. They demonstrate their comprehension by describing and discussing the elements of literature (e.g., setting, character and plot), analyzing the author's use of language (e.g., word choice and figurative language), comparing and contrasting texts, inferring theme and meaning and responding to text in critical and creative ways. Strategic readers learn to explain, analyze and critique literary text to achieve deep understanding.

English Language Arts - Writing
Standard 5: 

Communications:   Oral and Visual
Students learn to communicate effectively through exposure to good models and opportunities for practice. By speaking, listening and providing and interpreting visual images, they learn to apply their communication skills in increasingly sophisticated ways. Students learn to deliver presentations that effectively convey information and persuade or entertain audiences. Proficient speakers control language and deliberately choose vocabulary to clarify points and adjust presentations according to audience and purpose.

Benchmark E: Deliver a variety of presentations that include relevant information and a clear sense of purpose.
Speaking Applications:

Indicator: Deliver simple dramatic presentations (e.g., recite poems, rhymes, songs and stories).
English Language Arts - Writing
Writing Applications
Standard: Students need to understand that various types of writing require different language, formatting and special vocabulary. Writing serves many purposes across the curriculum and takes various forms. Beginning writers learn about the various purposes of writing; they attempt and use a small range of familiar forms (e.g., letters). Developing writers are able to select text forms to suit purpose and audience. They can explain why some text forms are more suited to a purpose than others and begin to use content-specific vocabulary to achieve their communication goals. Proficient writers control effectively the language and structural features of a large repertoire of text forms. They deliberately choose vocabulary to enhance text and structure their writing according to audience and purpose.

Benchmark A: Compose writings that convey a clear message and include well-chosen details.
Indicator: Write simple stories with a beginning, middle and end that include descriptive words and details.

Students identify similarities and differences between music and other arts disciplines. Students recognize the relationship between concepts and skills learned through music with knowledge learned in other curricular subjects, life experiences, and potential careers within and outside the arts. Students develop a desire for life-long learning in music

	Singing Our Stories

Lesson Summary: 

Unit Overview: Young students love to sing and make rhymes.  We will build on this by sharing several familiar stories that have been made into songs.  This will be done in all three learning spaces, classroom, media center, and music room.  When they come to the 

media center we will talk about the steps of the Super Three; Plan (beginning), Do (middle), and Review (end).  As a whole group we will walk through these steps to create a whole class story for which the class will create a melody and then in subsequent visits produce these stories using the Super Three. Finally we will use Kidpix and iMovie to create a finished musical product to share with friends and families.


Estimated Duration:
3 to 4 weeks.


Pre-Assessment:
Because these are young students, most of the assessment will be in the form of Kid watching.  Did the students use their time productively?  Can they explain beginning, middle and end?  Can they explain that some songs were sung and changed over time, until they were written down in books?  Can they show where the music stories are located in the media center?  There will be a self-assessment form for students to complete.

Post-Assessment:
Students will be able to explain what the beginning, middle and end of a story are; examination may take place in a small group, or individually.

Scoring Guidelines:
Students use check list as a reflective piece to evaluate their own work.


Instructional Procedures:
Cooperative Teaching Plan:


Teacher Will:

Teacher will read stories and introduce/reinforce the beginning, middle, and end of stories.  

During Writer’s workshop, class will create some story beginnings; --- middles; and yet another time, endings.

Other Writer’s workshops will focus on editing to create a clear story line.

Work with the students as they create their stories, help them edit and finish these stories.  

Read many books to use as models and assist in creating the final project.
Listen and observe as students practice reading the created story aloud, and eventually, sing their story.


Differentiated Instructional Support

This unit could be adapted using older grade level buddies to help with the typing and editing of the stories.  The finished product, musical presentation could be presented to family members in an evening celebration. They could also be used to create a multimedia listening/viewing center for the 1st grade class.

To adapt for those students not yet able to write their thoughts; a scribe (in the form of older student or parent volunteer) could be used so that every student gets the opportunity to contribute.


Extension
Students may create their own songs during center time in class, or at home.


Homework Options and Home Connections

With four classes doing this project, the culminating activity will be an “Evening with the Authors” during which our students will perform their musical story with families as well as share other “published materials that they have created.  We will also burn the iMovie on to a DVD and copy onto a video for students to take home and share with interested family members.


Interdisciplinary Connections
This unit is designed as an interdisciplinary unit, combining music, language arts and library media.
