Students learn to communicate effectively through exposure to good models and opportunities for practice. By speaking, listening and providing and interpreting visual images, they learn to apply their communication skills in increasingly sophisticated ways. 	Lesson Summary:
Students will choose their thematic word and begin considering the connotations of the word.  Students will research their “base” thematic word using the OED Online and be given directions for their projects.


Estimated Duration:
Three 52-minute class periods.

Commentary:

Pre-Assessment:
Class opens with discussion of what students found out about the context of their chosen words.  

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher and librarian assign points for Context Map.  
Teacher will hand out a rubric for the assignment before students begin work on their projects.
Teacher and librarian will grade etymology graphic organizer for the thematic word.

Post-Assessment:
Teacher will assign points for a completed web (30 words = 30 points).
Students will be asked to reflection on their performance on the project.  
Teacher and librarian will evaluate each slide and product using the rubrics.
Teacher and librarian will conference with each student regarding his/her project.

Instructional Procedures:
PERIOD 1

1) Class begins with a review of students’ words and interesting findings from their work with the Historical Context.  Teacher and librarian collect and grade Historical Context worksheets.
2) Teacher will introduce students to “fifty-cent” words—words that are not easily defined but are loaded with meaning and significance in our culture and literature.   Courage, Justice, Peace, Violence, Knowledge, Guilt, Greed, Progress, Death, Liberty, Love, Hate, Evil, Conscience, Trust, Utopia, Future, Deceit, Ambition, Pride, Truth, Law, Spirit/Spirituality, Religion, Tradition, Beauty, Nature, Hope, Community

3) After giving a few examples students will chime in with some of their own.

4)  In order to introduce students to the words from which they may pick and to review the idea of connotation, the teacher will introduce a modified game of Taboo.  In a box labeled “50cent words” students will choose a card with a word from the above list on it.  Without using any form of the word that is printed on the card, students will give hints about the words meaning to their team.  Teams will be given 1 minute to guess the word on the card while the player provides clues.  If the team does not succeed in guessing the word, other teams can steal.  

5) After the game, students review what a 50cent word is and review connotation.

6) The following words will be “unveiled” on a piece of butcher paper: Courage, Justice, Peace, Violence, Knowledge, Guilt, Greed, Progress, Death, Liberty, Love, Hate, Evil, Conscience, Trust, Utopia, Future, Deceit, Ambition, Pride, Truth, Law, Spirit/Spirituality, Religion, Tradition, Beauty, Nature, Hope, Community

7)  Students will be divided into groups of no more than three.

8)  They will be asked to choose a word from the list.  Groups are asked to make a web of 30 related words using Inspiration software. This webbing activity will serve as a brainstorm for ideas and connotations surrounding their word.  Among their list of 30 words, must be at least five (5) concrete nouns, at least five (5) adjectives and at least five (5) action verbs.  Students are encouraged to use a thesaurus if they need help in compiling their word web. 

9) Students will complete the word web for homework (if not finished by the end of the period).

PERIOD 2

1) Teacher and librarian will check webs for completeness (30 words).

2) Teacher will pass out project directions.  Students now become aware that the words they chose yesterday will become a part of a project that they will complete.  At this point students may change groups or words if they are not “sold” on the word for which they completed their word web.

3) Teacher and library will review the products that students are to produce.

4) Teacher and librarian will review how students will be able to find information to help them complete their projects.  

5) Before students begin full-fledged work on their projects, they will need to hand in the OED Graphic Organizer and OED Etymology and Historical Context.  Once this is handed in, teacher and group will have a conference about what the group plans to do for their project.  

PERIOD 3

1) Teacher will review project details (1 digital slide and one project from the list) and completion dates.

2) Teacher and librarian will meet with each group to discuss their Organizer and Context sheets.  At this point students will choose the project they will complete and clarify questions and assignments with teacher/librarian.

…and beyond…

3) Students are given three weeks to complete their projects.  

4) Students present their work to class.  Slides will be printed and hung in the room.  After the completion of the project, students will note passages we read throughout the year and add them to the printed slides.

5) Before turning in assignment, each student will be asked to submit a 1-page reflection of their performance and growth on this assignment.


Differentiated Instructional Support
Working in a group allows for students to divide work so that students may work on that part of the project that interests them and best fits their abilities.  

There is also a large amount of choice in this project.  Students can choose which project will highlight their best sides.


Extension
Students and teacher will note the occurrences of the thematic (“50 cent”) words throughout the year in literature they read.  This will be done by copying sentences from texts and appending them to the slides (which will be laminated and hung about the room).


Homework Options and Home Connections
Each group will complete an OED Graphic Organizer and OED Etymology in Historical Context for their group’s word.

Students will have three weeks to complete the unit project.

Students will use PowerPoint to create ONE (1) slide for their group’s word.  That word will be projected on a large screen using an LCD projector or SmartBoard on the day of the project presentations.

“Knowledge is stored in the brain in two modes: linguistic (words) and imagistic (pictures and sensations). Research has shown that presenting information in non-linguistic representations stimulates and increases brain activity. Non-linguistic representation may take different forms. It is important to remember, however, that the goal must be to produce the knowledge in the mind of the student and have the non-linguistic representation should add to students' knowledge.”

”Stevenson & Carr (1993) recommend that students be given choices in both the content and activities that comprise their learning. Students should contribute to the planning of units and the selection of topics they study in-depth. The types of tasks and activities that students engage in should strike a balance between teacher-directed and student-directed activities. Activities should fall into one of three categories -- with all categories tapped regularly:
· No choice -- activities that develop essential skills and are required by the teacher; 

· Guided choice -- students select from a pool established by the teacher; 

· Free choice -- students can pursue their interests and options fully. “

General Tips
The modified Taboo game could be modified to make it a bit more challenging by listing several words the student could not use in giving clues.  Or the card could list the 50cent word as well as “action, profession or person” (etc.) and the player would be limited to using only actions as their clues for their group.
