	Lesson Summary:
Students will be provided the opportunity to research and present information to hone their skills and be exposed to The Victorian Era.  Use of technology and groups will allow students to discover information and apply it in a meaningful real-world way. This unit will open students up to the work of Dickens in an effort to understand the motives, actions and symbolism of his characters.

Estimated Duration:
This activity is designed to take approximately eight hours. Ninety minutes to complete the KWL and Internet Scavenger Hunt and one hundred and eighty minutes to complete the power point presentation.  The remainder of time will take place touring The Kelton House and Ohio Village Victorian Christmas.

Commentary:   

This project is meant as an introduction to Charles Dickens’ classic, A Christmas Carol.  Students are in fifth grade and have been identified as gifted in the Superior Cognitive Ability realm.

Pre-Assessment:
Using a K-W-L chart in poster format, students list what they knew about the Victorian Era and what they would like to find out.  They post their chart in the classroom so that they could later fill out what they learned.

Post-Assessment:

Students are required to complete an internet scavenger hunt.  They will also be graded a Power Point Presentation of a Victorian Christmas. 

Scoring Guidelines:
Students’ individual projects will be graded for completeness, accuracy, and creativity.  

Instructional Procedures:
1. Create a KWL chart on large paper listing everything students brainstorm about theVictorian Era.

2. Direct students to log on to the computer and enter the URL http://www.victorianweb.com.

3. Students will then complete the Internet Scavenger Hunt.

4. When students finish, orally discuss student responses from the Internet Scavenger Hunt.

5. Students will be presented with the requirements for the Power Point Presentation.

6. Students will then tour The Kelton House in Columbus and Victorian Christmas at the Ohio Village.

7. Each student will take pictures while on our field trip to include in his/her Power Point Presentation.

8. Students will have two ninety-minute blocks to complete an informative Power Point Presentation about the Victorian Era.


Differentiated Instructional Support
This lesson was developed for nine fifth grade students identified gifted in the Superior Cognitive Ability realm.  This activity could be adapted for a higher-grade level regular classroom.  


Extension
Students may continue to explore the internet and search for more information about the social class that may interest them.


Homework Options and Home Connections
One of the goals of having a pull-out program is to provide an opportunity for gifted students to spend time together.  The lesson in its entirety will take place in class.


Interdisciplinary Connections
Although the major focus of the lesson is reading, the content of the lesson can easily be integrated with social studies.
