Benchmark A:

Identify a topic of study, construct questions and determine appropriate sources for gathering information.

Benchmark B:

Select and summarize important information and sort key findings into categories about a topic.

Benchmark C: 

Create a list of sources used for oral, visual, written or multimedia reports.

Benchmark D:

Communicate findings orally, visually and in writing or through multimedia.

Indicators:

1. Identify a topic and questions for research and develop a plan for gathering information.

2. Locate sources and collect relevant information from multiple sources (e.g., school library catalogs, online databases, electronic resources, and Internet-based resources).

3. Identify important information found in the sources and summarize important findings.

4. Create categories to sort and organize relevant information charts, tables or graphic organizers.

5. Discuss the meaning of plagiarism and create a list of sources.

6. Use a variety of communication techniques, including oral, visual, written or multimedia reports, to present information gathered.

Benchmark A:

3. Use school library technology-based resources to learn about classroom assignments and discover areas of interest.

4. Use library computers and software e.g. use menus to select and open programs, controls volume, follow printing directions etc.

7. Use school library and INFOhio electronic resources e.g. encyclopedia, age-appropriate databases, etc.

Benchmark B:

1. Know that the school library materials are organized by author, title, subject, and keyword in the Online Public Access Catalog (OPAC).

2. Use the author, title, subject, and keyword search features of the Online Public Access 
Catalog to locate school library materials.

3. Understand that each item in the OPAC has a bibliographic record, which contains information about that item e.g. age, summary, location, availability, etc.

4. Understand that call numbers and call letters identified on the bibliographic record in the OPAC indicate the physical location of the material.

5. Locate status/availability of the item by viewing the bibliographic record in the OPAC e.g.is the item checked out?

Benchmark C.

1. Access the Internet and navigate the browser e.g. uses toolbars, favorites/bookmarks, and print features.

2. Access the school webpage, the school library web site, and the INFOhio web site.

3. Perform simple Internet searches.


	Lesson 2  Summary:
Students will learn how to use INFOhio resources, Nettrekker, websites and non-fiction books within the school library and the public library to produce a written and an oral report.


Estimated Duration:
Three to four, forty-five minute library class periods.

Commentary: Students must be familiar with school’s OPAC, the Dewey Decimal System, and organization of the library/media center.


Pre-Assessment:
Identify print and electronic library/media center resources. Hold class discussion on Washington, D.C. In discussion, include the importance of it to our country, why so many museums, monuments and statues are located there, why so many people visit it, etc.

Scoring Guidelines:
Pre-assessment will be scored according to a checklist, (see attached). Items that are discussed will be checked off on the checklist.

Post-Assessment:
Students will have at least one non-fiction book and one electronic resource with printed information from that electronic resource on their selected “site”. This information will be used to write and present a report on their site. 

Scoring Guidelines:

Instructional Procedures:
The library/media specialist will review the organization of the library and locations of various print resources and the Dewey Decimal System as it applies to book on the students’ assigned topics. Next, the library/media specialist will facilitate as students begin to gather information in both print and electronic formats, take notes and begin to organize their information. The LMS will provide a list of appropriate websites and databases for students to use to locate information. The LMS will also give a mini-lesson on bibliographies and examples of how to cite both books and electronic resources. 


Differentiated Instructional Support
The LMS will help students to select books that are on their instructional levels. The LMS will also provide individual help with finding information on electronic databases and websites as needed.  The final report may be modified to coincide with students’ IEP goals. 


Extension
Students may research other cities Benjamin Banneker designed.


Homework Options and Home Connections
Students may continue their search at home and the public library for appropriate websites and books for their selected sites.


Interdisciplinary Connections
This project includes connections to both social studies and language arts. Students are obtaining information from primary and secondary sources, from a variety of print and electronic resources for a research project. They are also finding places to gather information for their topic, summarizing their findings, writing a bibliography, and communicating what they have learned in an oral and a written presentation.


Materials and Resources:
For teachers
INFOhio databases, Nettrekker, and other websites, pre-assessment checklists, rubrics, sample bibliography page, IEP information, list of student-selected sites, list of approved websites.

For students
Non-fiction books, print almanacs, atlases, and encyclopedias, computers with Internet access, pencils, paper, student research packets.


Key Vocabulary
Atlas, almanac bibliography, citation, electronic resource, encyclopedia, fiction, index, memorial, monument, museum, non-fiction, print resource, statue, websites.


Technology Connections
OPAC, electronic databases, especially INFOhio and Nettrekker and selected websites.


Research Connections
Students will locate and utilize information in both print and electronic formats and will present their findings in both and oral and a written presentation.


General Tips
During the project, modifications will be made according to how students are progressing. The media specialist and teacher will discuss progress at the end of each school day and make adjustments if needed.
