	Unit: Poetry Alive through Music

Lesson 4: Presentation of Enhanced Poetry
Alaina Ruffner, Anita Brown: Language Arts/Music
Lesson Summary:
Library students will walk down to the music room.  Before the presentations begin the library media specialist and the music teacher will welcome students and remind them to be a respectful audience.  The music teacher will briefly review the rubric and the media specialist will review what to do when nervous.  The students will then present their poem enhanced with music and drama in front of the class.  Students will use requested props from the drama closet at school and/or props and costumes from home.  The music teacher will control the CD’s and the media specialist will control the order of presentations.  

Estimated Duration:
45 minute class period.

Pre-Assessment:
Students will be pre-assessed by teacher judgment (do they have music, props, and costume?)
Scoring Guidelines:
There will be no scoring for the pre-assessment.
Post-Assessment: 
Music teacher will evaluate the final performances.
Scoring Guidelines:
The teacher will assess the students using the unit rubric.
Instructional Procedures:
1. Media specialist and music teacher will welcome students,
2. The music teacher will review the rubric with the students.

3. The media specialist will remind students what to do if they get nervous and forget their words (many students will memorize their poems.)

4. The media specialist will list the order of performances.

5. The music teacher will control the CD’s using the list made in students’ previous music class.

6. The students will present their poems.

7. Music teacher will grade students as they each perform.

Differentiated Instructional Support
Aides will assist special needs learners with their presentations. 

Extension
Students will possibly begin to like aspects of drama and use it outside of class whether it be making up a play at home or trying out for the church Christmas pageant.
