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Lesson One Summary: What Makes a Hero?
The purpose of this lesson is to enable the students to think critically about the concept of Heroism, and to introduce them to the attendant vocabulary, specifically, the characteristics of a hero. Students will be able to answer the question, “What makes a Hero?”

Procedures used include: reading stories, showing film clips, brainstorming, class discussions, and word study to build a repertoire of knowledge about heroes.


Estimated Duration:
Include an estimate of the time needed for instruction.

5 days – 45 minute classes

Commentary:  Each class could generate its own vocabulary lists, or lists could be combined from all classes involved in the unit.

Pre-Assessment:

As a class, discuss the qualities of heroic behavior.  Create a vocabulary list of those qualities through brainstorming and class discussion. Teachers will reflect on students’ prior learning, and plan for additional instruction on the topic.

Scoring Guidelines:

Teacher judgment will be the scoring guideline for the pre-assessment. This informal assessment should reveal how, and to what extent, instruction should be adapted to meet the students’ needs. 

Post-Assessment:                                                                                                     (2)
Post-assessment for the introductory lesson includes: evaluation of student class discussion, generation of a hero vocabulary list, and journal entry samples. The teacher judges whether the students have grasped the idea of “What Makes a Hero?” The results will help to plan subsequent instruction.

Scoring Guidelines:
Students will participate in class discussion, will spell and use the heroic quality vocabulary in writing sentences and in journal responses.

Instructional Procedures:

· The library media specialist presents a series of hero stories, emphasizing the qualities of a hero. 

· Students read and respond to selected articles about heroes.

· Students watch a variety of film clips about heroes, to familiarize themselves with characteristics of heroes.

· Classes generate a vocabulary list of “hero” qualities.

· Classes use the list in daily Language Arts lessons, such as spelling, “Mug Shots”, and daily journal writing.


Differentiated Instructional Support
All students should be able to participate successfully in this lesson. 

Extension
The Library Media Specialist will provide a list and a brief synopsis of books about heroes for independent reading.
