Comprehend that media communications deliver information and messages to a specific audience for a specific purpose, and analyze the intended impact of media communications and messages when deliveded and received by a specific audience.

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Lesson Three Summary:
After having completed lesson two on summarizing and rephrasing, the students will identify selected parts of a newspaper: a feature story, human interest story, advertisement (store or business), cultural story, art feature, travel story, classified ads(sale items).  They will use the skills learned in lesson two: highlighting technique to identify the key ideas of the articles; and writing paragraphs summarizing the articles.  This lesson can take up to seven days, but it can be done in as little as three days depending upon how much time is available.  

Estimated Duration:

Lesson Three will last from three to seven 48-minute periods.

Commentary:
Students must have knowledge of summarizing articles and finding key ideas and concepts within an article.


Pre-Assessment:

By a show of hands, the students will be asked how many of them receive the newspaper at home, and of those, how many actually really look at it.  For those students who look at the paper, they will be asked what section they look at first and why.  

Scoring Guidelines:  

Student responses.

Post-Assessment:
Students will use skills learned in this lesson to identify various parts of the newspaper.   The final assessment will come in the final project presented at the conclusion of these three lessons.

Final Project-after all three lessons
The students will be broken into groups of 5 and create a front page of a newspaper based upon terms associated with the story.  Each student will be responsible for research on one of the following topics:  Spirit Bear, Totem Poles, Tlingit Indians, Wilderness Survival, Circle Justice, and Alaskan Islands.  The front page will include a feature story, human interest story, an ad, a cultural story, an art feature, a travel story, two pictures related to stories, and a classified ad.


Instructional Procedures:

Day One

1.  Using several past weeks of various Sunday newspapers, the teacher will talk about the various sections of the paper before handing one out to each student.  

2.  Once the students receive the paper, they will be asked to look through it and just peruse for articles that may interest them.  

3.  A discussion will be held with the students regarding the articles they find interesting and why.

4.  The students will then be directed to the front page of the newspaper. The teacher will discuss the terms of masthead, headline, by-line, and feature story.  The students will compare mastheads of the different newspapers and take a vote on the one they like the best.  They will also look at the feature story and determine its purpose for that day’s newspaper.  The students need to figure out to whom the article will be of interest and why.  They will also discuss the author’s purpose.  In other words, why was the article written? 

5.  The students will then be provided with prepared copies of one of the feature articles.  They will then need to use their highlighters and highlight the-who, what, where, when, why, and how of the article.  

Day Two

1.  The students will learn about human interest stories.  A discussion will be held about what kind of stories would be appealing to 7th graders.  What would they like to know more about?  What about adults?  What about senior citizens?  

2.  The students will then find a human interest story in their paper; cut it out; glue it onto another piece of paper; highlight the who, what where, when, why, and how; then transfer that information into a paragraph.  The paragraph will include a topic sentence and summary sentence.

3.  The students will then pair up and discuss their articles with a partner.  The partner will read the paragraph to see if it is a concise summary of the article and if it covers the important aspects of the story.

Day Three, Day Four, Day Five

1.  These days will be similar to day two with the concepts covered being cultural, art, and travel sections of the newspaper.

Day Six

1.  Today the students will understand the difference between an advertisement selling an item or service with the paper and an advertisement in the classified advertising section of the paper.

2.  The students will look through the front section of the paper and locate different ads.  They will then identify the items being sold and the target audiences for those items.  They will look at size, color, style, wording, and artwork within each article.  In pairs, the students will then select an ad and create another ad for that item from a competitor.  The pair will put together an 8 x 10 colored pencil sketch of their ad and share it with the class.

Day Seven

1.  The teacher will focus the students’ attention to the classified advertising section of the paper, explain its purpose, and show the students the different parts of the section.

2. After understanding the parts of the classified advertising section of the paper, the students will find the “Household Goods” section.   They will cut out this section, glue it down, and highlight the items they could use in their homes.  

3.  The class will have a discussion on the pros and cons of buying items from this section of the paper.  As a class, they will come up with a list of questions they would ask if buying something from one of these ads.  On the flip side, the students will discuss and make a list of what would make a good ad and how much information should be placed in these types of ads.  

4.  Finally, the students will write two of their own classified advertisements (on two separate 3 x 5 cards) selling two of their own items.  These will be put up on a bulletin board in the classroom.
Differentiated Instructional Support
Review lesson plans with Learning Assistants and Special Ed as needed.  Advanced students may be assigned to assist other students as needed.  Some students may need additional time to work on assignment.  In addition, additional time may need to be scheduled as needed.


Extension
Awareness of concepts presented in this project.  Encourage students to look through the newspaper for concepts being discussed within language arts.


Homework Options and Home Connections

For those students who receive the newspaper at home, they should be encouraged to read the newspaper at home and discuss various articles of interest with their parents/guardian.  For those students who don’t receive the newspaper at home, they should be encouraged to read the paper at school and discuss articles of interest with other students.  They should also be encouraged to bring articles of interest to the attention of adults for further discussion.
