	Lesson Summary:
How does language create various moods?  Introduce students to figurative language.  Identify figurative language and how if affects mood.  Class discussion of simile and metaphor.  Read selections from Hailstones and Halibut Bones.  Can the students identify phrases or words that create images or mood?  Students will then write their own color poem using figurative language and will be assessed on the writing process.  The finished poem will be presented in typed form.


Estimated Duration:
Two sessions of 45 minutes each.

Commentary:

Pre-Assessment:
Pre-writing.  Think of the color blue.  When I think of the color blue, I think of …(words, phrases, images.)

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher will assess what students already know about figurative language.  Are students identifying words that create images or moods and modify lesson to introduce missing components.

Post-Assessment:
Students create their own color poem and collage (extension).  Teacher observes and conferences with students continually during writing process.  Student created rubric for scoring color poem.

Scoring Guidelines:
Items necessary for color poem:

· Mechanics (punctuation/capitalization)

· Simile/metaphor

· Poem form (8-10 lines)

· Poem has a focus

· Correct spelling

· Name and Title

· If all 6 out of 6 items included – A

· If only 5 out of 6 items included – B

· If only 4 out of 6 items included – C

· If only 3 or less items included –Unacceptable.


Instructional Procedures:

Classroom teacher and media specialist will lead pre-write.

Session 1

1. Put color on overhead.  

2. Students will generate images and ideas connected with the color.

3. Teachers can share the poem about the same color from Hailstones and Halibut Bones and Color Me a Rhyme.

4. Teachers ask students what language created the image or mood in the poem.

5. Students will return to pre-write and add more details to their pre-write.

6. Students can write or draw pictures to support pre-write.

7. Repeat this process for two more colors.

8. Discuss what students already know about figurative language.

9. Classroom teacher will review the next step in the writing process

10. Teachers and students generate rubric for color poem to guide their writing process.

11. Students will continue from pre-write to rough draft of their own color poem.

Session 2

1. Teacher reviews rubric with students.

2. Students will revise rough drafts and continue with writing process.

3. Peer conferencing and teacher conferencing will help ensure that final poem meets criteria.

4. Students will type final copy for publication.


Differentiated Instructional Support
Different reading levels of text and writing levels based on students’ individual needs. Drawing in pre-write will enable students brainstorm ideas before writing.  Creating color in room will enable visual learners.


Extension
An art project of collage that supports student’s color poem.


Homework Options and Home Connections
Find examples of how color and/or figurative language is used to create mood in the real world (e.g., advertising. environments in restaurants, offices, etc.)


Interdisciplinary Connections
This lesson can be integrated with Art and Music.  Art teacher discusses colors and moods in relationship with Art.  Music teacher discusses different moods created by music and rhythm in relation to Music.

Key Vocabulary
Mood, feelings, metaphor, simile, figurative language, collage.


Technology Connections
Poems will be typed using word processing.


General Tips
Plenty of zip lock bags.  Make certain that poems are complete before extension of art project so that students can connect with images in the poem.
