	Lesson Title:

All About Hue

Lesson Summary:

Students will:

· Learn what hue is.

· Expand color vocabulary for various hues beyond the basic red, yellow, blue, etc.

· Develop understanding of color meaning and moods and how color can paint a mental picture.


Estimated Duration:
4-5  40-minute class periods 

Commentary:

This lesson will follow lessons on the elements of line and shape.


Pre-Assessment:
The color sort activity will serve as a pre-assessment of the extent of the students’ color vocabulary.

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher judgment and informal observation. The teacher can use extended questioning and dialogue with students to determine what emphasis is needed in order for the students to gain an understanding of the words.

Post-Assessment:
Self and teacher assessment based on rubric containing project/poem expectations.

Scoring Guidelines:
Informal teacher assessment of participation in activities.

Rubric for Color Sense Poem & Illustration attached with both student self assessment and teacher assessment:

~Illustration style is interesting and represents the senses mentioned in the poem.

~Interesting vocabulary has been used in the poem to describe the senses reaction to the chosen color.

~OVERALL CREATIVITY – The poem use combinations of words and images that paint a mental image of the chosen color.

~Craftsmanship – Neat, clean & complete? Skillful use of the art tools & media?

~Effort: took time to develop idea & complete poem? (Didn’t rush.) Good use of class time?

Instructional Procedures:   

Day 1 

1. Discuss color words and the concept of hue (the basic name of a color, i.e., red, yellow, blue, etc.). Also explain a tint (color wheel color mixed with white) and a shade (color wheel color mixed with black).

2. Do the color word sort activity. Provide a copy of the color words for each table group. Provide each group with sheets of construction paper: red, yellow, blue, orange, green, violet, white, gray, brown and black. Have each group discuss and sort the fifty color words into basic color groups by laying them on the appropriate sheet of construction paper. (They will have to do some guessing to accomplish this!) Allow about 5 minutes for first quick sort. 

3. Introduce the use of unabridged dictionaries to aid in correct sorting. (See How to Use a Thesaurus/How to Use Dictionaries worksheet.)

4. As students work on the word sort, allow small groups to go to the computers to view the movies about color meanings at the website Color In Motion at www.mariaclaudiacortes.com. It takes about 10 minutes to view the movies.

5. When all groups have sorted the color names and viewed the site, go through the list and discuss each color name briefly and which basic hue it belongs with. (Word search homework sheet has color definitions. See attachments.)

Day 2

6. Introduce color meaning and how colors are associated with different moods and emotions.

7. Spread out a group of color chips from the paint store and give each student a chance to choose one that appeals to him/her. Have them put the color chip away for now. They will be using it in a little while to write their poem.

8. Give each student the handout A Sense Poem About Color.

9. Explain what a sense poem is (includes how you react to something with each of your five senses). Read the example poem out loud to the class, and discuss the five senses. Talk about how color can make you feel different ways or think of different things. Example: Red - Ask students what they taste that’s red, what they smell, what they feel (as in touch), etc. You may want them to close their eyes in order to better utilize the other senses. 

10. Teacher should choose a color chip from the ones that are left. Have the class help you write a color sense poem on the board. Take suggestions for different senses. Explain that different people may have different reactions to the same color. Have the students fill in the first page of the worksheet with their best ideas for the composite poem.

11. Introduce the use of thesaurus to help them to choose colorful modifiers and enhance sensory detail in their poetry.

Day 3 
12. Have the students write their own individual poems based on the chip they chose earlier. Have thesauri available for student use.

13. .Give each student a piece of 12X18 white drawing paper and have each student illustrate their poem. Provide crayons, markers, watercolor pencils, colored pencils, etc. for illustrating. Suggest that they use a variety of shades and tints of their basic hue to illustrate their poem. Show them interesting ways to make the words part of their illustration (Example – use curving baselines to write lines on, or write a line inside part of the illustration.)

14. Extension: Have selected students to read their poem to the class and share their illustrations.


Differentiated Instructional Support

Students will be allowed to pair up and assist one another with the worksheets as needed. 

Group work for the first attempt should help students to understand the concepts of the sense poem format, before they write individually.


Extension
Students may choose to write an additional poem about another color.


Homework Options and Home Connections
Interesting & Unusual Colors word search (attached) for color words. Answer sheet includes “definitions/descriptions” for each color.  Allow students to take the word search home as homework. Encourage them to get help from families. Ask them to come back tomorrow with an interesting color word that is NOT in the puzzle.


Interdisciplinary Connections
Tell how the lesson can be integrated with other content areas to strengthen student learning.

Enough sets of construction paper in the six color wheel colors + white for each table group to have a set.

Color name cards handout for each group (have students cut apart, or precut and put in envelope yourself). These could be saved for the next time you do the lesson.

Color chips from paint store that include interesting color names. (I obtained chips from my local Sherwin Williams store.)

Research Connections
