	Lesson Summary:
Students begin to organize their notes, plan their book and start drafting it.


Estimated Duration:
Students will have three 40-minute class periods to work on this portion of the non-fiction picture book unit

Commentary:

Pre-Assessment:
Ask the following questions to the students:  Looking at other non-fiction books, how are they organized?  What are the sections?  Looking at your notes, how could you divide them into sections?  As a class, list possible section headings.

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher will observe student responses.

Post-Assessment:
Teacher will observe students’ organized notes for highlighted color-coding to unite topics under one heading.

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher and LMS will conference with students to verify that information is in the correct categories and that the student has adequate information to create their book.  LMS will suggest additional resources if more information is needed.


Instructional Procedures:
1. On overhead projector, list possible subtopics for inclusion in student books (birth, early life, training, selected masterpieces).  Students take notes from this list.

2. Students use their notes and apply colored highlighters to organize similar ideas from their various resources.  (i.e. information about early life highlighted in blue, info about death highlighted in green, etc.)

3. Students transfer color-coded information in to a subtopic organizer.

4. Students should analyze their organizer to see where more information is needed or where there might be duplication.

5. Teacher will discuss main idea, topic sentences and detailed text.  For each sub-topic, students will write a topic sentence on a rough draft layout.

6. As students write text, teacher and LMS conference with individual students about their pages.

7. Students continue to work on their rough draft layout the following class period.

8. Students should also complete additional required pages: title page, timeline, glossary, bibliography, and author’s page.


Differentiated Instructional Support
Inclusion students may work with a partner to produce one book.  Each student will be responsible for four of the eight subtopics.  Each subtopic would have fewer bulleted items.


Extension
Students should continue to look at pages in their textbooks and non-fiction books to analyze the organization (headings, main idea, use of graphics, captions, use of various fonts, etc.)


Homework Options and Home Connections
The rough draft format should be completed at the end of the third class period.  Students may work on this as homework to reach this goal.


Interdisciplinary Connections
When students are completing research assignments in other classes, they may use the same approach to highlighting common information to organize their thoughts.
