Conduct research and follow a research process model that includes the following: develop essential question; identify resources; select, use and analyze information; synthesize and generate a product; and evaluate both process and product.

	Lesson Summary:
In this lesson, students will learn about plagiarism and its ramifications as well as proper techniques for note-taking that will help the student to avoid plagiarizing.  Students will use this knowledge to research and take notes on their book topics.


Estimated Duration:
Two 40 minute class periods will be spent on this lesson.

Commentary:

Pre-Assessment:
On overhead projector, write the term ‘plagiarism’ and have students write down their own definition.  Afterwards discuss their responses.  LMS will provide the correct definition and explain the term.  She will also show examples of plagiarism and explain the ramifications of plagiarizing. 

Scoring Guidelines:
The teacher and LMS will observe students’ responses and discussion of the topic to make a judgment whether or not the students understand the concept of plagiarism.

Post-Assessment:
Teacher and LMS will use a checklist to determine that students met the criteria for note-taking.

Scoring Guidelines:
The checklist will evaluate the students’ notes in the following areas:  paraphrasing, quotation marks for direct quotes, key points and details, adequate amount of information (5-10 facts per source), correct bibliographic format.

Instructional Procedures:
1. After discussion of plagiarism, students need to begin their own note taking on their chosen topic. 

2. Teacher and LMS will review proper note-taking procedures including paraphrasing, using quotation marks for direct quotes, indication of page number for easy location if needed, bulleted items, list-making, abbreviations.

3. Teacher explains the assignment and discusses the requirements.  Students will be creating a book about an artist or musician studied in the fourth grade art and music classes.  These books will then be shared with those students.

4. Students finalize their topic and get approval from the teacher.

5. Using a variety of sources (print, INFOhio, websites, etc.) students research and take notes.

6. Students will continue researching the next day and should have three sheets of notes completed.


Differentiated Instructional Support
Inclusion students will have extra assistance from the teacher and LMS.  These students may also work with a partner on the same topic and may obtain 5 to 7 facts per note sheet.


Extension
Students may consult with the art and music teachers to obtain additional information.


Homework Options and Home Connections
Students must complete one note sheet and may begin their second note sheet by the end of the first class period.  Students should have completed three sheets by the end of the second class period.  If students are not able to accomplish this in class, they have the option to work at home to reach this goal.  


Interdisciplinary Connections
The art teacher and music teacher could share music and artwork of the people being researched by students.  This would provide students with a greater understanding of the person as an artist.  Students might also be able to use this information in the process of writing their books.
