Writing Processes:

Benchmark D: Edit to improve sentence fluency, grammar and usage.

Indicator 8: Group related ideas in to paragraphs, including topic sentences following paragraph form, and maintain a consistent focus reinforced by parallel structures across paragraphs.

	Lesson Summary:
Students will edit, revise and publish their books about composers and artists.


Estimated Duration:
Students will have three 40-minute class periods to work on production of their books.

Commentary:

Students will be finalizing their books during this lesson.  Field trip plans should be made by the LMS and teacher to visit fourth grade music and art teachers so that eighth grade students may read and share their books with the students.  It is best to give students at least three opportunities to share their books with different students during the visit.


Pre-Assessment:
At this point, the teacher will discuss with students the expectations of the final product.  All rough drafts should be complete and ready for editing and completion.  Teacher will answer students’ questions about the project as well.

Scoring Guidelines:
The teacher and LMS will observe the students and their progress as they publish their books. 

Post-Assessment:
The final book product will be evaluated using a rubric.  Students will learn about the rubric and the requirements prior to creating their final draft.

Scoring Guidelines:
The final rubric is divided into six categories: accuracy of facts and support for topic (content); recognition of voice; book format; book organization; product appearance; and final draft form.


Instructional Procedures:
1. Teacher will distribute rubric for final draft of the students’ non-fiction picture book and discuss each expectation.

2. Teacher will also give out an editing checklist for students to use as they revise their papers.

3. Students work with a partner and edit rough drafts while the teacher and LMS circulate and also help with editing student work.

4. Students make revisions and plan for final draft.

5. Students use computers over several days to type text for picture books.  Students cut and glue text and illustrations to large size paper to construct book.

6. Finished books with all required parts will have their covers laminated and will be bound together by teacher.

7. Upon completion of the entire project, students will complete a self-evaluation that looks not only at the product but the process as well.  Students will write this self-evaluation in their journals and answer the following questions:

· What did I do well on this project?

· What did I need to improve?

· What are my overall feelings of this project?


Differentiated Instructional Support
Inclusion students may continue to work together.  Students that have finished typing and assembled their book may help students with their typing.


Extension
Students should edit and revise their work when writing in any class.  Editing their books should enable them with the knowledge of items to be concerned with when editing and publishing (i.e. capitalization, punctuation, complete sentences, neatness, etc.).


Homework Options and Home Connections
If students are unable to meet the deadline for published books, they are encouraged to work at home to accomplish the necessary pages.


Interdisciplinary Connections
Books could be made for other content areas and for other grade levels (i.e. primary math or science concept picture books.)

Technology Connections
Students will use computers to type text for various parts of their book.


Research Connections
The interaction of students between grade levels gives students at both levels a positive experience.  Older students that struggle in the classroom are able to become leaders as they share their books.  Since our schools are grouped by grade level and usually only include two grade levels, this provides the younger students with exposure to older students and vice-versa.


General Tips
Laminate the front and back covers to protect the book.  It gives the final product a professional look and is less expensive than trying to laminate the entire book.
