Instructional Procedures:
Step 1:  Pre-assessment activity with mock student research and review instruction in proper MLA citation techniques

· Students will be provided with sample non-credible source.

· Teacher will model evaluation of appeals and argument through note-taking.

· Teacher will help students realize that source is non-credible.

· The class will create criterion checklist for credibility.
· Students will look at five additional sources and determine credibility based on class designed criterion.

· Media specialist will review proper citation and use handout of models as reference.

· Based on review, students will create bibliography cards for credible sources.

Step 2:  Through the think-pair share instructional strategy, students will discuss the argument and appeal used to create the three credible sources from Step One. 
· Students will complete three graphic organizers for appeals and argument independently. 
· Students will discuss the three graphic organizers with a partner.

· Students will highlight key parts of analysis.

· Students will share one key part to class.


Differentiated Instructional Support
· Students will have handouts of any overhead notes or sources to make notes or for later references.

· Students will be allowed to work independently.
