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Lesson Summary:

Lesson 3 Create the Video Poetry

Lesson 3:  Students will apply what they have learned about creating mood to developing a video poem.  Students will evaluate the best methods for creating mood, while filming, editing, laying music, and reading the poem on camera.

This lesson is originally designed for 9th grade language arts students in a Career-Based Intervention (CBI) program for academically or economically challenged students.

Estimated Duration:

Commentary: 

Video editing is a complex and time-consuming process. Students will probably be motivated to find time outside class to continue work on their poetry. Many who begin to work with video creation find that they become immersed in the project and want to perfect it.

Pre-Assessment:
Identify strategies to pre-assess student knowledge of the selected standard(s), benchmark(s) and indicator(s). Data from pre-assessment helps educators select specific instructional strategies and determine appropriate complexity and pacing for the lesson. Pre-assessments may be as informal as a reflection on students’ prior learning, a conversation about concepts or warm-up problems at the beginning of class that are not scored. They may be more formally structured, such as a quiz or an assigned writing topic.

Video poetry survey will be checked for completion only. This allows the teacher to instruct directly to their level of prior knowledge.

Instructional Procedures:
Describe the instructional steps that will be taken to implement the lesson.

Day 1:   Students will visit the library media center to see the poetry collection.  They will spend the entire period reading poetry in an effort to find a poem to use as the written expression of their video poetry project.  In an effort to assure that they are interacting with the poetry, they will be asked to complete the poetry response worksheet, selecting a poem that suggests strong visual images, a poem that they don’t like, and a poem that includes strong verbs, or portrays action.

Day 2:  Students will be taught to use the electronic resources to access additional poetry collections.  They will be given a second poetry response worksheet to complete, asking them to find a poem written by someone their own age, a poem written from the perspective of the opposite gender, and a poem dealing with a social issue.  They will have time to read poetry, or may elect to write a poem for their video project.

Day 3:  Students will be asked to have a poem selected for their project today.  They will be allowed to work in groups of 2-4 people, unless they request to work individually.  They will be taught to storyboard, using simple nursery rhyme (poems) stories.  They will begin to story board the poem that they have selected into verbal phrases to add images to along with musical underscore.

Day 4:  Students will be taught to use digital cameras, and will have a chance to practice filming.  Students will be shown how to use camera angles, lights and shadows, and proximity to create mood.  

Day 5:  Students will add sketches of images, or thoughts of what they would like to capture on film to their storyboards, and will then be given the opportunity to film or find images through Infohio et al for their videos.

Day 6:  Video lab week. . .  Students will be assigned G4 units to work on their video projects.  The students will be shown how to import images from digital video, from analog video, and from cds or disks.  Students will begin importing images or taping.

Day 7:  Students will be taught how to create a still image from moving video, change the order that the visuals appear, and how to separate audio from video.  Student will be allowed time to work on their projects.

Day 8:  Students will be shown how to download free musical clips, and how to import music from CDs.  They will be given time to add music to their video, or work on filming or editing their projects.

Day 9:  Students will be taught how to lay writing on top of images, and will be selecting whether to show their poetry, or to have it spoken or both.  They will be given time to work on their projects.

Day 10:  Students will be shown how to save their projects on VHS or DVD.  They will be given class time to complete their projects.

Note:  the class will have the opportunity to share their projects with each other and guests the following week.  Students who wish to use additional time may come in before or after school, or with teacher permission during a study period.
