	Lesson Summary:
Students will determine credibility of resource information through exploration and evaluation of mock and high-quality Web sites.

One 90-minute block

Commentary:  Students will have previously experienced instruction, practice, and assessment in MLA citation format and online journaling.


Pre-Assessment:
Whole class discussion on the term “credible”
