	Lesson Summary:
Students will work in the school media center to gain effective search techniques through tutorials and student practice. Students will gain an understanding of two varying search processes for print and non-print materials. 


Estimated Duration:
One 90-minute block

Commentary:  Students will have previously experienced Freshman media center orientation and instruction, practice, and assessment in MLA citation format.

In the previous day’s lesson, students learned how to determine credibility and write a bibliography card.

Instructional Procedures:
1. Students will select open-ended research question based on independent reading selection.

2. Media Specialist will lead students on a refresher tour of media center’s reference section. 

3. Media Specialist will model finding print resources in the reference section.

4. Students will explore and select two or more appropriate resources based on research question.

5. Students will utilize criterion checklist from lesson one to determine credibility.

6. Students will complete bibliography card on two or more print resources.

7. Media Specialist will guide students on a tour of INFOhio resources. 

8. Students will explore two or more databases relevant to topic.

9. Students will utilize criterion checklist from lesson one to determine credibility.

10. Students will complete bibliography card on two or more INFOhio resources.


Differentiated Instructional Support
· Students, having difficulty determining their research with topic selection, will complete graphic organizer to define interests from literary selection.

· Students will use Special Education teacher to assist if extended time is needed.
