	Lesson Summary:
Students will utilize information effectively by creating an annotated and evaluated bibliography of resources.


Estimated Duration:
Two 90 minute lessons

Commentary:  Students will have previously experienced Freshman media center orientation and instruction, practice, and assessment in MLA citation format.

Students have had two lessons on how to find and evaluate credible sources.  


Pre-Assessment:
Discuss the meaning of annotation by utilizing various book jackets and book reviews.

Instructional Procedures:
1. Teacher will identify key components of model annotations.

2. The class will write five practice annotations on sample resources in student groups of four.

3. Student groups will share one annotation.

4. Class will critique according to components.

5. Class will review rubric discussing key criterion.

6. Students will work independently or with a partner to create a draft of an annotated bibliography. (Students will use notes and bibliography cards from previous lessons).
