Library

5. Information Literacy 
Effective school library media programs provide information literacy skills instruction. Information literacy is the ability to locate, process, evaluate and utilize information. School library media programs provide information resources in a variety of formats and readability levels. The school library media specialist teaches students how to access, use and evaluate information resources efficiently and ethically based on academic or personal need. This instruction should be correlated to specific academic content standards and taught as an integrated process. 

  A. Investigate information through independent discovery, peer collaboration, and inquiry learning; read a variety of literary material for academic need, personal interest and lifelong learning; and practice responsible usage and ethical behavior when using library media center materials.

	Lesson 2 Summary:

9th-12th grade Music History I students will examine the librettos (stories) of approximately 50 different operas and choose one to research. Students may then choose to work either in groups or alone, researching one opera of their choice. 

Estimated Duration:

Approximately 5 42 minute periods.

Pre-Assessment:

Teacher observation of Lesson 1. 

Scoring Guidelines:

Teacher observation and informal evaluation.

Post-Assessment:
Students complete the composer information sheet.  Students find at least 2 events which happened concurrent with the writing or performance of the opera.  Students find pertinent background information about the composition of the opera.

Scoring Guidelines:
T and LMS evaluates information which students have gathered and guides students to additional resources if necessary. 


Instructional Procedures:
1. MLS gives instruction on research and materials available in the HS library and proper citation of sources.  (Attachment 2A – Bibliography guide) MLS gives instruction on internet resources with emphasis on use of INFOhio databases and searching beginning with the library’s class website. (http://www.homestead.com/sheridanlibrary/opera.html)

2. Students explore operas using suggested resources (http://www.metoperafamily.org/metopera/discover/stories/) and choose a specific opera by the end of the second day to research.

3. Students research their chosen opera and composer, completing the composer information sheet.  (Attachment 2B)  Students submit Interlibrary Loan requests as necessary.

4. LMS and T discuss historical perspective with students leading to an understanding of how this may impact an opera or composer.  LMS introduces books and websites which students use to research the time period in which the opera was written and composed.

5. As project groups feel ready to begin project production, MLS moves each group into lesson 3. T continues to help students who are still researching. 

Differentiated Instructional Support
T and LMS will guide students to appropriate materials based on observation of student needs.

Extension
Students may choose to watch productions either by attending and opera in Columbus or watching videos which may be ordered through interlibrary loan.

Homework Options and Home Connections

Communication with group members (if applicable) outside of class may be necessary.  The class website links and appropriate passwords are available for further research outside of class.

Interdisciplinary Connections
The bibliography guide is used with all classes, so the students have seen or will see this information in other classes.  The historical perspective aspects can be tied into a history class study of the time period.
