Language Arts – Research

1. Generate a topic, assigned or personal interest, and open-ended questions for research and develop a plan for gathering information.

2. Locate sources and gather relevant information from multiple sources (e.g., school library catalogs, online databases, electronic resources and Internet-based resources). 

3. Identify important information found in sources and paraphrase the findings in a systematic way (e.g., notes, outlines, charts, tables or graphic organizers).

5. Define plagiarism and acknowledge sources of information.

6. Use a variety of communication techniques, including oral, visual, written or multimedia reports, to present information gathered.

School Library Guidelines

Grade 5 - Information Literacy – Benchmark E – Apply a research process to decide what information is needed, find sources, use information and check resources.

2. Brainstorm possible keywords or resources.

3. Develop a search strategy that uses appropriate and available resources including narrowing or broadening the search topic/question.

4. Explore a variety of resources such as school, public or community resources.

6. Skim, take notes, paraphrase and organize information using graphic organizers.

7. Create a list of resources using simple bibliographic format.

8. Communicate findings orally, visually or in writing and draw conclusions about findings.

Technology Literacy – Benchmark A: Use the online public access catalog to locate library materials for classroom assignments and personal interests.

1. Locate and retrieve library materials by searching the OPAC.

2. Select an item of interest by reading the summary located in the bibliographic record.

Benchmark B: Use the Internet to find, use and evaluate information.

2. Type a teacher-or librarian-selected URL into the address line of a Web browser to access a search engine and a Web directory.

3. Perform a search in an age-appropriate search engine or a Web directory by typing in one or more search terms.

4. Read a list of results from the search and select potentially relevant Web sites.

5. Identify information on the Web site (e.g., URL extensions, author, title, date produced, special features, products, services, resources).

6. Examine the information retrieved from the Web site for the author’s expertise, the accuracy of the information presented and the bias.

Media Literacy – Benchmark A:  Explain the intended effect of media communications and messages when delivered and received by various audiences and for various purposes.

2. Summarize an author’s and/or artist’s intent based on the choice and use of multimedia components to appeal to feelings and senses, suggest mood and meaning and inform or influence audience understanding.

3. Identify the intent behind the communication and delivery of information by individuals, groups, businesses and organizations.

Benchmark B:  Examine a variety of elements and components used to create and construct media communications for various audiences and for various purposes.

Examine through simulation the roles of various people and careers involved in the construction of media messages (e.g., director, producer, actor, illustrator, photographer).


	Lesson Summary:
How did a poet’s life affect his/her voice in writing?  Students choose a poem or poet and research poet’s life. Students will research a poet’s life and create a timeline of significant events in his/her life.  Students then summarize any stated or implied themes in poet’s work.  Can students infer a connection between poet’s life and his/her works or themes in his/her work?  Students will be assessed on research process, timeline, and ability to make a connection?  This will be completed in three sessions.  Session 1, Media Specialist discusses goals of research process, presents graphic organizer to capture facts and students generate ideas about where to locate information (books, websites.)  Session 2 is main researching session and students input their findings in graphic organizer.  Session 3 is where students prepare TimeLiner project to present poet.


Estimated Duration:
Three sessions of 45 minutes each.

Commentary:

Pre-Assessment:
Oral discussion about what students already know about using books and the Internet to do research.  How many steps in the Big 6 Research skills can students relate?

Scoring Guidelines:

Library Media Specialist will assess what students already know about researching using books and the Internet.  Lesson will be modified to introduce missing components of the Big 6 Research process.

Post-Assessment:
Students will be assessed on timeline, research process, and connections between poet’s life and work.

Scoring Guidelines:

Instructional Procedures:
1. Students discuss what they already know about research process.

2. Students brainstorm significant events in a person’s life.

3. Students will pick a poem and then research its poet or if they already know a poet, research that poet’s life to find significant events in his/her life.  These could include: date of birth, birth place, childhood, education, adulthood, occupation, obstacles he/she overcame, most influential events in life, accomplishments, type of poetry author is known for, date of death.  At least 8 events are necessary.

4. Students use the library books or Internet to research poet.  (American National Biography database for deceased poets, http://www.poets.org )

5. Students take notes on information using a graphic organizer.

6. Students create a list of resources used in simple bibliographic format.

7. Students choose events in poet’s life to include on timeline.

8. Students create timeline using TimeLiner program.

9. Students import graphics to support timeline.

10. Students present project to class and discuss connections between poet’s life and work. 


Differentiated Instructional Support
Students may work with partners as needed to gather notes.  Students have an opportunity for one-on-one instruction with either teacher.  For students with visual, motor, processing or other disabilities photocopy of print out information.  Enlarge if needed; underline significant portions of the text.  Have students dictate notes to a tape recorder.


Extension
Students can research time period of poet’s life and do a visual display of all information.


Homework Options and Home Connections
Students can finish research at home or public library.


Interdisciplinary Connections
Students can research art, music, or other writers from the time period of poet’s life.

Research Connections
Students will be using the Internet and book resources to research on a poet’s life.


General Tips
Remember to save frequently while creating timeline.  TimeLiner program locks up if files get too big.  Monitor size of pictures and project frequently.
