	Lesson Summary:
The students will use library media center resources to access and locate poems. Students will find poems on display in the library, in the 800’s area of the non-fiction section and on approved websites. They will access appropriate sources through the “Poetry Alive through Music” pathfinder in the folder named “library” on the (k)drive. Students will choose one poem to enhance with drama and music elements.


Estimated Duration:

45 minute period in the library

Commentary:     Using key vocabulary, the library media specialist will review main points of Lesson 1, modeling “Couch Potatoes” as an example of a poem enhanced with music and drama elements.     

Pre-Assessment:
The students will develop a class list in response to the following question from the library media specialist, “Where can we find poems that will be appropriate to enhance with music and drama elements?” 

Scoring Guidelines:
The LMS will evaluate the list and adjust the presentation of information to reflect additional sources.

Post-Assessment:
Students will have been successful in selecting one poem from the available sources.

Scoring Guidelines:

An element of the rubric will be choosing an appropriate poem within the time limits set by the teacher and the LMS. A poem will need to be selected by the student before the following class period.

Instructional Procedures:
1. The library media specialist will review Lesson 1 by presenting the enhanced poem “Couch Potatoes” by Douglas Florian. 

2. Students will use key vocabulary to review the similarities of poetry and music (figurative language, rhyme, rhythm, meter, tempo, dynamics, mood, form). A word wall will be constructed.

3. Students will create a list of possible locations of poems.

4. The library media specialist will help students add other places they may find poems including displays, 800’s section of the school and public library and the use of the pathfinder on the (k)drive. 

5. Students will rotate through the possible areas to find poems.


Differentiated Instructional Support

Students will rotate through the areas in heterogeneous groups. Aides and the library media specialist will assist in finding poems appropriate to students with particular needs; these choices will be attentive to length, vocabulary and theme of poems. For some students, they may be a poem previously learned as a song.


Extension
Students may borrow poetry books from the school or public library. Students may access the pathfinder from home. 

Homework Options and Home Connections
Students will have chosen one poem before the next lesson. They may start memorizing it.
