World War II Poster Project

You will decide on a theme and then locate four posters that were used during World War II to influence public opinion or personal behavior regarding the war.  The theme will be one that unifies the posters you chose, such as Women in the Workplace, Recycling or Increasing Productivity.  Once you have selected the four posters, you will copy them into a PowerPoint presentation that you will use to present your findings to the class.

Your PowerPoint presentation will consist of eleven slides, as follows:

Title Slide:  
This slide will include the theme of your posters and your name.

Theme Explained:
In this slide, you will describe your theme and explain why such a message was important during World War II.

Poster Slides:
In these four slides, you will simply copy and paste an image of the poster.  The poster should take up most of the slide so it is clearly visible during your presentation.

Poster Explanations:  These four slides should each follow the poster, and it will help you explain the propaganda techniques used in the poster.  This should be in the format of an illustration on one side with a bulleted list on the other.  The poster should be copied on this page as well, on the illustration side.

Works Cited:  
On your final slide, you will list the web sites you used to find your information.

Oral Presentation:  You will use your PowerPoint presentation to give an oral report on your project.  The oral presentation will be worth a total of 30 points, with 20 points awarded automatically just for attempting the presentation.
