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05. Information Literacy 

Effective school library media programs provide information literacy skills instruction. Information literacy is the ability to locate, process, evaluate and utilize information. School library media programs provide information resources in a variety of formats and readability levels. The school library media specialist teaches students how to access, use and evaluate information resources efficiently and ethically based on academic or personal need. This instruction should be correlated to specific academic content standards and taught as an integrated process. 

6-8 Benchmark D.  Evaluate the accuracy, authority, objectivity, currency, coverage and relevance of information and data sources.  
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 04.  Determine if a given source has all the information needed for a question or project (coverage) (e.g., general encyclopedia with a subject overview, magazine article highlighting specific issue).  

6-8 Benchmark E.  Conduct research and follow a research process model that includes the following: develop essential question; identify resources; select, use and analyze information; synthesize and generate a product; and evaluate both process and product.  
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 03.  Select information from different types of subscription resources (fee-based, pay-to-use) to meet an information need (e.g., magazine database, picture archive, online encyclopedia).  
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 04.  Compile information learned about a topic from a variety of sources.  
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 06.  Identify primary and secondary source material and discuss differences.  
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 07.  Take notes, organize information into logical sequence and create a draft product (e.g., report, research paper, presentation).  
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 08.  Critically evaluate the quality of the information resource (e.g., authority, accuracy, currency, objectivity).  
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 Check /09.  Evaluate how information was found and assess the quality of the information product.  

Technology Standards

Effective school library media programs provide technology literacy skills instruction in the use of library-based technologies. Technology literacy skills include the appropriate and ethical use of technology for information access, retrieval, production, dissemination via electronic resource networks and the Internet.

6-8 Benchmark C.  Select, access and use appropriate electronic resources for a defined information need.  
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 02.  Examine information in different types of subscription (fee-based) databases to locate information for a curricular need (e.g., online encyclopedia, online subject dictionaries, magazine index, and picture archive).  



	Lesson Summary:
This lesson will introduce the various INFOhio Electronic Resources.


Estimated Duration:
Three class periods approximately 120 to 180 minutes.

Pre-Assessment:
Teacher will ask “How many students currently use the INFOhio Resources and if so ones?” at the beginning of the first day of the lesson.
Scoring Guidelines:
If the majority of the class is familiar with a particular resource, the resource will be quickly reviewed.  A more in-depth explanation of the unfamiliar resources will be part of the lesson.
Post-Assessment:
The students will complete an assignment using the INFOhio Electronic Resources to answer questions.
Scoring Guidelines:
Students will be observed while doing the various searches.  Help will be provided on an individual basis.  If one problem seems to be wide spread, the class will be called together and the research process reviewed as a class.  The worksheets will be reviewed as a class with time to discuss the searching process.  The assignment “grade” will be the number of correct answers on the worksheet.

Instructional Procedures:
1. The LMS will present the instruction in the Computer 7 class, demonstrating the search process for the different INFOhio Resources and selected websites.
2. The students will take written notes and ask questions.
3. The students will use the INFOhio Resources to find answers to the questions on the worksheet.  The LMS will help students individually if needed.

4. The answers to the questions will be shared with the class. 


Differentiated Instructional Support
The LMS will present the instructions using a live Internet connection projected on a large screen.  The media specialist will explain as she/he uses each resource.  The students will both see and hear the explanation.  The students will be given time to write notes and answer questions.  As the students use the resources, the LMS will observe the students’ research and help students as needed.  

Extension
The students will be encouraged to use the INFOhio Resources in many other classes.  They will have the opportunity to use the resources for research in Language Arts, Health, Social Studies, and Science.

Homework Options and Home Connections
There will not be a homework assignment for this part of the project.  However, a later project in this class will require use of the resources and websites outside of the classroom.

Interdisciplinary Connections
Researching applies to all subject areas.  Many of the seventh grade courses do research based projects.
