	Lesson Title:

Critiquing Art Through Poetry

Lesson Summary:

The students will interpret a painting by Van Gogh and use creative language to write a cinquain and acrostic poems based on their observations. This lesson is designed to go along with a hands-on art project in which students work with the element of texture and experience how it is used in Van Gogh’s paintings.


Estimated Duration:
4 40-minute class periods 

Commentary:

Prior to this lesson, students will have completed a lesson involving color and color vocabulary. They will have experience with using an unabridged dictionary and thesaurus. This should be helpful in talking about the art of Van Gogh and writing the poem.


Pre-Assessment:
Actual texture touching activity. 

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher judgment will be the scoring guideline for this informal pre-assessment. The teacher can use extended questioning and dialogue with students to determine what emphasis is needed in order for the students to gain an understanding of the works.

Post-Assessment:
Self and teacher assessment based on rubric containing project expectations.

Scoring Guidelines:
~Informal teacher assessment of participation in class activities.

Criteria for Critiquing Art through Poetry Rubric

~ Students write a factual description of the chosen artwork.
~ Student writes an interpretation of the artwork that reflects the possible meaning and mood.
~Poem(s) written reflect the ideas developed by the student in the critique.
~Poems are copied neatly by hand or typed on the computer in the correct format.
~Effort and good use of class time.

Instructional Procedures:   

Day One

1. Continue the discussion of actual texture by passing around “texture bags.” These should be (approximately 10) small brown lunch bags which you have numbered. In each bag, include an item that has a texture that the students can identify from touch alone. (Possible textures: sandpaper, fake or real fur, window screen, glass mosaic tile [file edges for safety], carpet remnant, etc.) 

2. Pass around the bags and have the students feel the texture in the bag without looking inside. Allow time for all students to touch the item in each bag. As each student has a chance to touch and identify the texture, have them identify words that describe how the texture feels (example: soft, furry, rough, smooth, etc.) Scribe the words the students thought of to describe texture onto a poster or the blackboard and save for future use in the poem activity.

3. Discuss implied texture and how it differs from actual texture. As students identify the textures, record the words that they use to describe them and record them with the others.

4. Discuss picture book resources that use implied texture. (See Teacher Materials & Resources list below.)

Day Two

5. Students will visit the library and/computer lab to participate in the Van Gogh Reference Challenge. They will compare INFOhio databases, Internet search engines and in-library print reference materials. (See attachments.)
Day Three & Four

6. Lead a student discussion about the life and art of Van Gogh. They should share the information they researched in the library activity.

7. Show the students several prints of his work including The Starry Night, a landscape painting, one of the sunflower or iris paintings, and others if available. Discuss ways in which Van Gogh’s paintings show texture. 

8. Discuss the construction of cinquain poetry. Divide students into small groups. Explain that each group will be critiquing the painting The Starry Night and writing a poem about it using the cinquain format. Allow each group 10-15 minutes to generate a description of the painting and brainstorm words to interpret it. Encourage students to use texture and color words in their poems, as well as information that they found out about Van Gogh.

9. Have each group present their poem and compare the poems they wrote.

10. Give each student a postcard of Van Gogh’s works or allow them to choose one that appeals to them. Give each student a copy of the Critiquing Art through Poetry worksheet. Have each student write a poem in the cinquain format about the Van Gogh postcard. 

11. Explain the acrostic poem format and read the example poem. Have each student use their critique information again to write an acrostic poem.

12. Have each student choose a best poem. Copy in best handwriting or type it as per the worksheet instructions.

Differentiated Instructional Support

Students will work as a group on the texture activities work sheet, and for writing the poem about The Starry Night. This should model the poetry writing activity so that the student can work independently for the individual activity.


Extension
Students who finish early could write a cinquain or acrostic poem about their own artworks or the artwork of another artist.

Students who enjoy writing poetry might enjoy trying the diamonte or haiku formats.
