Lesson Summary:
Purpose(s):  1) To assist students with review and preparation for the
Bedford Battle of the Books competition.  There is a blog page for the
Bedford Battle.  Approximately every 3 to 4 weeks, a new title will be
reviewed.  
Procedures:  Using a power point presentation, the middle school students
will review the parts of a blog page.  Students will compose and post
comments at the Bedford Battle of the Books Blog.
Estimated Duration:
Usually a forty-minute instructional period.
View PowerPoint on blogging = 8 minutes (1st session only)

This is an ongoing project (Bedford Battle of the Book) that spans the
months of November through April of a school year.  It is hoped that
students will post at least one comment on each title.

Commentary: It is late November and only one teacher/class has attempted to
review the weblog; and that attempt was without much success.  The need to
more fully explain and demonstrate how to use blogging to staff and students
was the primary reason for this lesson.



Pre-Assessment:
Students will complete a true false quiz on blogging:
1. A web-log are not page-centric. 
2. A web-log can be a web diary where a person shares their thoughts.
3. Blogs are laid out in a last in - first out style.
4. Bedford Battle of the Books is a place to review titles and possible
Jeopardy questions for the April competitions.
The answers to all of these questions are True.  

Scoring Guidelines:
A show of hands - the teacher will know how many students understand blogs
by their responses to questions 1 -3.
Teachers should conduct ongoing teacher assessment and student
self-assessment throughout instruction. These can be planned or conducted as
opportunities for observation or reflection arise. If planned, describe
here.
1. The completion of the Webquest on blogging by each member of the
webquest teams.
2. One of the web quest tasks is to prepare five questions for use in a
Jeopardy game on Blogging.  Students will be given an opportunity to review
the blogging information by playing the game in the classroom.
Post-Assessment:
Identify strategies to assess student learning as a result of the lesson.
Data that results should help to plan subsequent instruction.
1. Increase in the quality and quantity of student comments and
questions created for the Jeopardy style competition.
