	Lesson Summary:
     Our 7th grade students completed one PowerPoint the first semester using a template.  They are familiar with the index to the slides; how to move from one slide to another; how to replace text in a slide and make edits; how to change fonts, and slide and font color; and how to add a background.  The purpose of this lesson is to build on that introduction and have the students create a PowerPoint from scratch.  Students will use their research outline to determine the points covered in their presentation.  They will then storyboard their presentation, choosing the order in which they want to present the required information.  They will edit their story board for correct grammar, spelling, and punctuation before starting their PowerPoint.  They will import appropriate pictures as background for their slides, but no more than 1 picture per slide.  They will include image credits on their slides, and have Bibliography slide at the end of the PowerPoint.

Estimated Duration:
     Two 42-minute periods in the ELA classroom will be used to storyboard the information, the order the slides are presented, and MUGS (Mechanics, Usage, Grammar, Spelling) for each slide in the PowerPoint.

     One 42-minute ELA class period will be in the computer lab so the librarian can demonstrate design elements of PowerPoint, and how to import pictures from the Internet.

     Five 42-minute ELA class periods will be in the computer lab for the students to complete their PowerPoints.

     Additional time may be required for special education students to complete this lesson.

Pre-Assessment:

Scoring Guidelines:
· PowerPoint Project assignment sheet and rubric spells out the information and pictures required in the PowerPoint; the maximum number of slides to be completed; the amount of points per slide for text,  pictures, credits, background, design and MUGS (Mechanics, Usage, Grammar, Spelling); and the date by which the a PowerPoint must be completed 

· Grading for Special Education students may need to be individualized, depending on the level of the student.

Teachers should conduct ongoing teacher assessment and student self assessment throughout instruction. These can include an email to the teacher from the student regarding difficulties and challenges of creating the PowerPoint.

Post-Assessment:
Viewing the student-created PowerPoints in the classroom or the Library will help the students understand a variety of Winter Olympic sports and the athletes competing in the 2006 Winter Games.  Students will evaluate each PowerPoint presented according to the teacher-created rubric to analyze the design elements of PowerPoint and internalize what design elements improve the communication of the information about the Olympic sport.

Scoring Guidelines:

· The Olympic sport PowerPoint will be a minimum of 10 slides, and no more than 20.  

· The first slide will include the Name of the Sport, the student’s name, ELA teacher and class period.   

· There are 6 pieces of information that must be covered, identified in their research outline: 

1.A brief explanation of the sport and it’s history

2.An explanation of the equipment used when 

   participating in this sport 

3.A brief explanation of how the sport is played and 

   scored

4.A short biography with picture of a current athlete 

   participating in the 2006 games in this sport 

5.A short biography with picture of a participant in 

   this sport from past Olympic games

6.An opinion slide as to whether or not the student 

   would ever like to try this sport.

· The last slide will be a bibliography.

· Each slide should have an appropriate picture of the sport or the athletes participating in the sport with an image credit.

· Each slide is worth 10 points – 4 points for the text information entered, 2 points for an appropriate picture, 1 point for the image credit on the slide, 3 points for MUGS.

· Creativity (i.e. inserting additional clip art or background; appropriate use of font color and size and style; animation) is worth an additional 10 points.

· Additional slides beyond the required 10 are worth 2 points each.

There may need to be several rubrics used for Special Education students, adapted for the level of the student and their abilities.


Instructional Procedures:
Day 1, double (42 min.) period in the ELA classroom:

     Students will have already completed their research for their Olympic sport and athlete through their ELA classes.  Students will be given the Olympic PowerPoint assignment sheet and rubric.  The ELA teacher will then give the students a blank PowerPoint sheet in the notes format so they can storyboard the order they will present their information, and what information will go on each slide.  
     Students will complete the Olympic PowerPoint storyboard to record information about their assigned sport and athletes.
Day 2, double (42 min.) period in the Computer Lab: 

(additional time may be needed for Special Education students to complete their PowerPoints)

Set up EIKI projector for demonstration of PowerPoint in the Computer Lab.

Each student will log-in with their personal network log-in and work at their own computer in the lab.

· The librarian will review how to open a new PowerPoint.  She will show students how to create their first slide with their name and class period.  Students will all “insert a new slide” to create a new “ugly slide” in order to teach good (and bad) design.  Students will delete their ugly slide before beginning work on their Olympic slides.

· The librarian will review how to insert a “new slide” so students can continue adding information to the PowerPoint.  Students will create the slides with the information on their storyboard, referring to the directions handout as needed.  

· The teacher will move about the lab to assist students as needed. 

· Special Education students may require additional review and reinforcement as they complete their PowerPoints.

· Students will be reminded how to rename their file, save their PowerPoint, and close out of their work.

* Be sure students RENAME their PowerPoint BEFORE they SAVE it! * 
Day 3, double (42 min.) period, in the Computer Lab: 

The students will log on using their personal logins, open the PowerPoint program, and open their Olympic PowerPoint from the day before.
Students should have finished entering the basic information for all of their slides.  The librarian will demonstrate how to import a graphic from a web site, data base, and clip art.  The librarian will also show students how to insert an image credit on the slide to which the picture is imported.  

If students have additional time, they can peer-edit their PowerPoints for MUGS and flow of content information.

Students should save their PowerPoints before logging out at the end of the second period.

Day 4, double (42 min.) period, in the Computer Lab: 

The students will log on using their personal logins, open the PowerPoint program, and open their Olympic PowerPoint from the day before.

At this point, the PowerPoints should be finished – all information for the 6 topics required should be entered, each slide should have an appropriate picture as background, and peer-editing should have occurred for clarity and MUGS.  This is the final edit – students should view their PowerPoint, make any final corrections, and compare their PowerPoint to the requirements in the rubric.
10 minutes before the end of the double class period, students will be instructed to save their PowerPoint on their U drive, and to open their email account.  They will address and email to themselves and their ELA teacher and attach their PowerPoint. In the message portion of this email the student will tell their teacher about any difficulties or challenges they had creating their PowerPoint.

Day 5: Viewing the PowerPoints in the Library or classroom

Set up EIKI projector with a computer.

Have each student access their PowerPoint and present it to the class.  The teacher and the students can grade by the rubric as the PowerPoint is presented.  Although design elements are not graded in this assignment, examples of “good choices” and what “does not work well” can be pointed out and discussed within the framework of which designs help the audience get the information presented the easiest.

Differentiated Instructional Support
Make sure the PowerPoint storyboard worksheet is given out with the assignment sheet so students can better understand via the written directions what is required on each slide of the PowerPoint.

Rubrics for Special Education students may need to be adjusted for each individual student according to their ability.

Success for this presentation is based on the information provided by the students on their slides.  The double class period allows every student ample time to edit the slides, however, Special Education students may require additional time to review and reinforce the various steps per slide; or they could work from a template developed by the teacher.  

Once students have finished editing each slide with their personal information, they may enhance the appearance of their slides by choosing a background color or design, importing graphics from the Internet, or changing the font and its color or size.  

Students that have more experience with computers will be encouraged to help their classmates.


Extension

PowerPoint can be used as an end product in other subject areas; for example, art students can create a PowerPoint about famous artists or styles of art.

Homework Options and Home Connections

This is an in-school assignment.  Due to compatibility issues, this assignment must be completed in the computer lab at school, and not edited or added to at home.

Interdisciplinary Connections
PowerPoints will be used by other subject area teachers throughout the year.  Students will continue to use this communication tool to create classroom presentations about a variety of topics in a variety of subject areas.

Technology Connections
This topic requires our students to research a Winter Olympic Sport and Participants using the FLIP-IT literacy model.  The purpose of this PowerPoint is to build on our students’ knowledge of the program, and comfort level in usage.  This lesson is “hands-on” so students create and present their own PowerPoint from scratch, not just watch a demonstration of the software.  Editing features and graphics importation are the same as those used in Microsoft Word, so these skills are transferable.

General Tips
Record observations and suggested modifications to facilitate instruction and student learning in the lesson.
