	Lesson Summary:  Introduction to INFOhio Database
· Students will be introduced to the INFOhio Databases, particularly SIRS Discoverer

· Students will demonstrate understanding of the difference between Database resources and Internet resources.

· Students will be introduced to researching countries using SIRS Discoverer.

Estimated Duration:
This lesson is planned for one 40 minute class period.

Commentary:  Lesson 3
The time frame for this lesson may be adjusted due to student questions or prior knowledge of these concepts.


Pre-Assessment:
Pre-Assessment done by informal questioning:

· What is a database?

· What is the internet?

· How is a database different from the internet?

· Who evaluates the information in magazines and newspapers?  On the internet?

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher and LMS observe the current level of understanding that students have about database resources and the internet.

Teacher and LMS note concepts that need emphasized, reviewed, or introduced.

Post-Assessment:
Teacher observation of student ability to use database resources and the internet appropriately during the final phase of the project.

Scoring Guidelines:
No direct scoring for this phase of the lesson; the final grade assigned at the end of the large project will include knowledge of these concepts.


Instructional Procedures:
· LMS will discuss database resources (INFOhio) and the internet, reinforcing major concepts and introducing information as addressed by the pre-assessment questions.

· LMS will explain that database information was previously published in  a different format (Magazine, Newspaper, etc.) and therefore already evaluated for currency, credibility, accuracy, etc. and that there is currently not an evaluation process for information posted on the internet.

· LMS will explain that we use the internet to access database resources, but that they are not web pages.

· LMS will use a computer and LCD projector to project the INFOhio website and explain that INFOhio provides both school and home access for database resources.

· Briefly describe INFOhio database options with focus on SIRS Discoverer.

· Use projector to demonstrate:

· Finding Country Facts under Database Features

· Researching using subject tree search

· Researching using SIRS Discoverer Search


Differentiated Instructional Support
Can assist students individually once research project begins.


Extension
INFOhio databases can be used for any curriculum area or for independent reading.

INFOhio databases contain many additional features such as homework help and reference materials.

Homework Options and Home Connections
Pass out INFOhio bookmarks providing Username and Passwords and encourage students to practice at home.

Skills acquired during this lesson can be transferred to any content area.
