Pre-Assessment:

Day One

Students will be assessed with a pre-test covering this specific area.  They will be given a blank map of the region and asked to complete to the best of their ability.

Day Two

Students will be assessed by informal questioning.

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher will scan ability levels of the class by collecting the papers and checking.  No formal grade will be given.

Post-Assessment:
Day One

Students will complete the same blank map to check for knowledge of the geographical requirements.

Day Two

Atlas packet worksheet will be collected by teacher and graded by teacher.

Scoring Guidelines:

Map

Students will be graded on the correctness of the map on a 20 point scale and given a letter grade.

Atlas Packet Worksheet

No formal grade given – graded for understanding and completeness.


 Instructional Procedures:

Day 1
1. Teacher will give basic introduction of North Africa and Southeast Asia.

2. Students will effectively use their atlas skills to complete the map of the region.

3. Students will master the geographical  region.

Day 2

1. LMS will meet with students in classroom.

2. Pre-assessment completed by informal questioning.

3. LMS will discuss with students purpose and effective use of the atlas.

4. Students will have time for questions/answers.

5. Students will begin work on Atlas packet.


Differentiated Instructional Support
1. Resources in various levels will be provided to accommodate different learning levels.

2. The classroom teacher and the librarian will give individual assistance as needed.

1. Students will be given a new map to complete at home and to review for assessment.
