5. Information Literacy
Effective school library media programs provide information literacy skills instruction. Information literacy is the ability to locate, process, evaluate and utilize information. School library media programs provide information resources in a variety of formats and readability levels. The school library media specialist teaches students how to access, use and evaluate information resources efficiently and ethically based on academic or personal need. This instruction should be correlated to specific academic content standards and taught as an integrated process. 

A. Investigate information through independent discovery, peer collaboration, and inquiry learning; read a variety of literary material for academic need, personal interest and lifelong learning; and practice responsible usage and ethical behavior when using library media center materials.

	Lesson 1 Summary:
9th through 12th grade Music History I students receive an introduction to opera, along with an overview of their project options and the multimedia resources that can be used for them. 

Estimated Duration:
Approximately 1 42 minute period.

Commentary:

Pre-Assessment:
Tests from previous units were given covering music of the Baroque and Classical time periods showing understanding of musical styles and composers from those periods.  These units were an overview of all music during those time periods and did not focus specifically on opera, although opera was discussed briefly.

Scoring Guidelines:
Test scores and teacher judgment.

On-going Assessment:
Student participation.  Guided questions.  Research guides.  See Instructional procedures.

Post-Assessment:
Teacher and Library Media Specialist observation.

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher and Media Specialist judgement.


Instructional Procedures:
1. Introduction to opera.  LMS presents simplified version of Aida through picture book by Leontyne Price to introduce depth of plot and to interest students in story line not indicating that it is an opera until the end.  Story is presented through a reading by LMS, including book photos that have been scanned and are shown on the library’s Smart Board.

2. LMS and T present project options (See Attachment 1A). Students are presented with four options and are permitted to ask basic questions about these options.   

3. LMS presents various multimedia resources that the students are permitted to use for their project, which include but are not limited to: digital camera, digital video recorder, PowerPoint program, word processor, Photoshop program.  

Differentiated Instructional Support
Students are permitted to choose their project based on their specific strengths and interests. If additional help is needed, T and/or LMS offer it. 

Extension

There are numerous books in the library which students will be encouraged to read for further exploration.


Homework Options and Home Connections
Students should read through project options and begin to consider which one they would like to undertake. They must also get a permission form signed if they choose to check out a digital camera from the library. 

Interdisciplinary Connections
Technology is a vital part of this lesson, through various methods (i.e. use of Smart Board, presentation by LMS of digital camera, digital video camera, PowerPoint, Photo Shop, et al)

Picture book, Smart Board, presentation packets, digital camera, computer, digital video camera 

For students
Notebook, writing utensil.


Key Vocabulary
Opera, Aida, Libretto, Multimedia

Technology Connections
Use of Smart Board, digital video camera, digital camera, PowerPoint, Photoshop, word processor.

General Tips
Students seemed to enjoy when LMS read the simplified version of the Aida story. Especially for high school students, reading should be kept simple enough to spark their interest without boring them. Many seemed to immediately gravitate toward the Picture Book project, which we correctly estimated to be the most time-consuming. Students should be made aware of the time commitment they are making when selecting a project.
