Library

5. Information Literacy

Effective school library media programs provide information literacy skills instruction. Information literacy is the ability to locate, process, evaluate and utilize information. School library media programs provide information resources in a variety of formats and readability levels. The school library media specialist teaches students how to access, use and evaluate information resources efficiently and ethically based on academic or personal need. This instruction should be correlated to specific academic content standards and taught as an integrated process.
  A.  Investigate information through independent discovery, peer collaboration, and inquiry learning; read a variety of literary material for academic need, personal interest and lifelong learning; and practice responsible usage and ethical behavior when using library media center materials.

7.Media Literacy 
Effective school library media programs support the learning of media literacy skills in collaboration with classroom teachers, technology integration specialists and technology coordinators. Media literacy encompasses the use of communication competencies and critical thinking skills, including the ability to access, interpret, evaluate and communicate information delivered in a variety of medium formats. Media-based resources include print and nonprint materials that use image, text, language, sound and motion to convey informational communications and messages.

	Lesson 3 Summary:
Students, after selecting their opera and composer, proceed with production of their selected project (one of four choices). Time is given in class for production of a rough draft and final project. 

Estimated Duration:
Approximately 7 42 minute periods.


Pre-Assessment:
Students have chosen an opera and project, and have given the name of their chosen opera to T. Students have also researched their chosen opera and filled out composer biography sheets and bibliography forms that they have shown to T and/or LMS. If incomplete, students were sent back to continue research. 

Scoring Guidelines:
Completed composer biography sheets, bibliography forms, and T judgement. 

On-going Assessment:
Student participation. Guided research with provided forms. T and LMS observation. 

Post-Assessment:
Students turn in final project by specified due date.

Scoring Guidelines:
            Scoring rubrics (Attachments 3A, 3B & 3C).

Instructional Procedures:
1. T and LMS give the students a timeline for completion of their projects. Rough drafts should be completed within approximately three class periods, and then the final projects completed approximately four class periods from the rough draft due date. 

2. T describes in detail with each individual student or group their chosen project, making sure that they have a complete understanding of the requirements. This occurs on a case by case basis, as not all students will complete research at the same time. 

3. Peer editing session takes place on the day the rough drafts are due. Students who have chosen like projects exchange drafts, review them, and make comments and/or suggestions based on what they read. T and LMS walk around and are available for additional editing help.

a. For the Children’s Picture Book, students are required to write a concise summary of the libretto (story of the opera), suitable for elementary-aged children. This should be the first step in this project. For the rough draft, students must have the first draft of their simplified libretto, along with either a sketch or description of the pictures that they intend to include.  

b. For the Opening Night Interview video, students are required to write a script that contains certain required elements. This should be the first step in this project. For the rough draft, students must have the first draft of their script complete, as well as having decided who will operate the camera, play each part, etc. 

c. For the Production Guide and Persuasive Letter, students are required to ‘cast’ their opera as well as describe sets and costumes that would be needed. They also must provide a concise summary of the libretto. For the rough draft, students must have a first draft of the above elements completed. 

Differentiated Instructional Support
T and LMS assist students with learning difficulties, particularly with the summary of their chosen libretto. Editing help is offered.  

Extension
On the day after the final project is due, projects can be displayed in the library or music classroom. Students and faculty would then be invited to peruse the projects throughout the day, and students from the music history classes would be given ballots with which they can vote for their favorites. Students with winning projects could receive prizes, such as candy, extra credit points, and/or having their project displayed in the library or school display case. 


Homework Options and Home Connections
Students will be given ample time in class to work on their projects; however, some projects will require at-home work. This particularly applies to students who choose the Children’s Picture Book option and need to complete digital photos and/or illustrations at home. 

Interdisciplinary Connections
Technology continues to be a vital part of this lesson. This unit could also be linked with the art classes, particularly through the Children’s Picture Book project option. It could also easily be linked with English class writing lessons, or you could choose operas of a particular language and link them with the foreign language courses offered at your school.

Various library books with libretto summaries of students’ chosen operas (contact local public library for inter-library loan options if your school’s selection is limited), Project Options packet

Project Options packet, digital camera or digital video camera (if needed for Opening Night Interview, Production Guide, or Children’s Book), blank white paper (if needed for Children’s Book), computers with word processing program such as Microsoft Word, PowerPoint, PhotoShop, and internet; writing utensil, completed bibliography forms, completed composer biography sheets

General Tips
T and LMS should move around the work space (preferably the library) during the entire class period, making themselves available for any questions or concerns that students may have. T and LMS should also periodically check the progress of each student, reminding them of the deadline dates and keeping them on task. Each student will work at a different pace, so paying particular attention to more cautious workers will help to ensure their success.
