WITH FARM ANIMALS

Grade 1

Lesson Summary:
Bilingual students will distinguish the difference between fiction and nonfiction literature using books on farm animals.

Estimated Duration:
3-4 lessons 40 minutes each

Pre-Assessment:
Ask student to give examples of things that a real and things that are pretend or make-believe.  Point out that they may use examples from things the have heard or seen on television, in books, in movies, or in real life.

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher judgment of student responses

As students are first grade bilingual, many are not reading or writing in English yet, so assessments will be primarily consisting of teacher observation and anecdotal recordings of student responses.

Post-Assessment:
A final rubric (see attachment) will be used at the end of the unit, to assess students’ level of content comprehension.

Instructional Procedures:
Lesson 1.
1.  Show students various pictures of animals.  Have them describe what is happening in each picture.  Ask students if the animals are real or not and how the know this.

2.  Students will be asked the difference between fake and real animals.  They will give examples of each type of animal (e.g., dog driving a car, cow eating grass).  Students will then give their own examples. Spanish names and vocabulary will be used for students newly acquiring English.

3. Explain to the student that books that are real and give information are called nonfiction books, and books that are not real are called fiction books. 

4.   Show a variety of pictures from fiction and nonfiction books and ask the students if they are pretend or real animals.  Arrange the students into groups and give them books and pictures to arrange in fiction and nonfiction categories or groups.

5.  Instruct students on how to locate the fiction and nonfiction books in the school library.  Show examples of each type of book. 

Lesson 2.

1.  Review the terms of fiction and non fiction with students.  Give examples of each for them to distinguish whether the examples are fiction or nonfiction. Ask the students to again define fiction and nonfiction.

2.  Discuss concept of a farm and follow-up with animals commonly found on farms.  List them on the board. Have students talk about their experiences with farms and farm animals.

3.  Ask what students know about cows.  Invite discussion about what cows can and cannot do.  Read the fiction book Click, Clack Moo, Cows That Type by Doreen Cronin followed by the nonfiction book Cows by Lynn Stone.

4.  Complete a Venn diagram with the students of detailing how the cows in the books were the same, alike or different.

5.  Students will then draw a picture of a fictional cow from their imagination and a nonfiction cow based on from the nonfiction book. 

6.  Students will then discuss their drawings, elaborating upon why each is a fictional or nonfiction animal.

Lesson 3.

1.  Have a variety of both fiction and nonfiction books on farm animals.  Divide the students into groups with one fiction and one nonfiction book about a specific animal.  Have each group review the books, classify them and then report to the class which is fiction and which is nonfiction.  They need to defend their reasons for placing them in each category.

2.  The students will then pick which books they would like to have read to them.  Students will respond as to whether their choice is a fiction or a nonfiction book.

3.  Teacher will write the students statements or comments of book on the board.

4.  Students will then draw and write a short sentence on the fiction and nonfiction books they heard.

5.  Students will present and “read” or explain what their drawing and sentence represents, emphasizing why each drawing is fiction or nonfiction and their reasoning behind it.


Differentiated Instructional Support

Students will be exposed to vocabulary and terminology in own native language and in English.  

Students will work in small groups or in pairs, depending on degree of confidence and English fluency.

Students newly acquiring English will work with students that are more fluent and proficient in English.

Extension
Encourage students to use local public library and to look at the shelves for terms fiction and nonfiction.  They should then find animal books in both areas and be able to state whether the books are fiction or nonfiction after being taken from the shelves. 

Interdisciplinary Connections
Librarian and ESL teacher may collaborate with classroom teacher to integrate nonfiction animal information into a unit on animals as part of a science lesson.  Teachers may also work with the art teacher to produce artistic images of fiction and nonfiction animal scenes, collages or murals.
