01. Seek and evaluate information to answer both personal and curricular needs.
	Lesson Summary:
The Spanish teacher will give paired students a Hispanic artist to investigate. They will then relate his artworks to the political and social issues relevant to his time. Those issues will include, but are not limited to, socioeconomic, political power, the role of the church, struggle of the classes, etc.
Students will research the artist using various media assisted by the library media specialist.  Students will use both Internet and print resources.  The end product will be the creation of a movie using Microsoft Photo Story.  The students will write a script in Spanish and voice over the narration so that a written and verbal practice of the language can be evaluated.  The presentations will be available to other Spanish students via a multi-media presentation cart.
Estimated Duration:
Estimated time for introduction and research in the following three areas: 1. artist’s biography; 2. historical time frame of the artist’s country; 3. artist’s work will be 1-2 days.
Commentary: 
Flexibility is needed when doing these lessons because of the reliance on technology software and hardware, as well as, scheduling conflicts.

It was evident after finishing this lesson the Spanish skills needed to complete this task in a timely fashion would have been stronger if the project was an end of the year project.
Also, collaboration time is of paramount importance, but extremely difficult to achieve.  Aligning both instructors’ schedules is a major obstacle.

Ensuring that enough equipment is available to all students when needed, i.e. CDs, microphones, and headphones.

Microsoft Photo Story is very user friendly, but to optimize the productivity of the students, a downloaded hard copy from the Microsoft Web site should be given to each group.  

Pre-Assessment:
The students will be shown several slides of various painters from various time periods. They will brainstorm and discuss the impressions of society that are represented by the pictures.
Post-Assessment:
Assessment is based on 3 rubrics throughout the various stages of development of the final project. The final project is the post assessment.

Instructional Procedures:
 An overview of the lesson will be presented. This will include pre-assessment task and the assigning of Hispanic artist.  The students will have a check list of information they must research.

Check list.

1. Birth and Death date.

2. Family information

3. Education information

4. Political, religious, and socioeconomic climates in his/her native country and the world during their lifespan.
5. 12-15 works by the artist.
6. Bibliographic references.

Media specialist to provide strategies for internet searches and other media, including text, scanners, presentation hardware, and Photo Story software.
Media specialist will provide criteria for the bibliography page.


Differentiated Instructional Support

Extension
Research and Spanish languages usage skills will be carried forward to future classes and other disciplines.
