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Lesson Summary:  

The second phase of the Hans Christian Andersen (HCA) project will focus on the creation of individual original fairy tales. 


Estimated Duration:
Four class meetings (4 – 40 minute periods) with additional writing time within the 3rd grade classrooms.
Commentary:  The four phases of this project will overlap because the original fairy tales are individual creations.  Therefore, the needs and abilities of the students will dictate the pace of the four phases.  To ensure that student work will be authentic, all of the story writing will take place at school.  Writing folders will be collected and kept at school.

Pre-Assessment:
General discussion of the students’ prior knowledge and experience with the writing process.

Instructional Procedures:
Meeting One:  Classes meet separately in computer lab.

1. Review story planning process.

2. Read The Pea Blossom.

3. Introduce Kidspiration software.

4. Model use of Kidspiration, using The Pea Blossom as example.

5. Explore Kidspiration.
Meeting Two:  Classes meet together in the Library.

1. Review The Nightingale to the prior stopping point.

2. Complete paired reading of The Nightingale.

3. Discuss The Nightingale, referring to original K chart and characteristics of HCA’s life.  Add to word wall.

4. Complete story planning sheet, using The Nightingale as example.

5. Writer’s Workshop: Create story plan of original fairy tale.

6. Conference with individual students.

7. Collect story plans.

Meeting Three:  Classes meet together in the Library.

1. Organize individual writing folders.  Distribute individual story    plans. 

2. Distribute and discuss “You might find some of these in a fairy tale…”

3. Distribute and discuss “Revising My Fairy Tale.”

4. Distribute and discuss Fairy Tale Rubric.

5. Writing Workshop:  Create draft, using completed story plan.

6. Conference with individual students.

7. Move prepared students to computer lab to continue using Kidspiration to visually plan story.

8. Collect writing folders.

* Throughout the week, students will have extra class periods in the computer lab to complete their Kidspiration story plans.

Meeting Four:  Classes will meet in 3rd grade classrooms.  

1. Assess levels of individual student progress in writing process.

2. Prepared students move to computer lab to begin to word process stories using The Ultimate Writing and Creativity Center. (see Lesson Three: Production)

3. Assist students with completion of draft.

4. Collect writing folders.


Differentiated Instructional Support
Conferencing with students throughout the writing process will allow for individual guidance and necessary adjustments and interventions

Extension
Students will continue to work on their drafts during language arts class time throughout the week.
Throughout the week, students will have extra class periods in the computer lab to complete their Kidspiration story plans.
