	Lesson Summary:
Purpose:

To teach students how to create multimedia presentations on the computer.


Estimated Duration:
Students will have 5 – 30 minute sessions to complete the Powerpoint presentation. Individual time slots will also be available for students who need extra time to complete.

Commentary:  Students will have an informal discussion with the technology teacher on vocabulary words that pertain to multimedia presentation: multimedia, text, graphics, audio, clip art, bulleted lists, transitions,  and backgrounds.

Pre-Assessment:
Informal discussions about multimedia will be our basis for a pre-assessment. Because the software was not used in the previous school year we are assuming that we will start fresh.  

Scoring Guidelines:
Teacher checklist.  Teacher will work with the students who need extra help and/or individualized instruction.

Post-Assessment:
A grading rubric will be the final assessment for the State Investigate project.

Scoring Guidelines:

Please refer to the Power Point section of the State Investigation Grading Rubric worth 18 points.


Instructional Procedures:
Students will be seated at their own computer workstations.  Teacher-led instruction will take place and students will work on each slide WITH the teacher.  Three adults will be present in the room and will make sure each step is completed successfully by each student. 

Students will open Powerpoint.  

Students will type the title and the author’s name.

Students will move text boxes. 

Students will open Safari, their internet browser and navigate to the web page they have previously chosen to use an outline of their state.

Students will successfully drag and drop their state outline onto their Powerpoint Title page.

Students will continue with these steps onto the next page.


Differentiated Instructional Support
Students with special needs will be given individual instruction with the technology teacher and their paraprofessional.  Students who are ready to move on with other multimedia options will be given small group instruction with the technology teacher to learn transitions, backgrounds and to record audio.


Extension
Students will be given the option of using Powerpoint in an upcoming book report so that they may continue with their use of multimedia.


Homework Options and Home Connections
Students may work on Powerpoint options at home after the initial instruction and their format have been approved.  Options include: transitions, background and audio.


Interdisciplinary Connections
Students will use multimedia throughout their school careers for exhibiting their knowledge on a variety of topics.
