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Library Guidelines:

Library-based Technology: Effective school library media programs provide, integrate and utilize a technology rich environment to support teaching and learning, Information Literacy: Effective school library media programs provide information literacy skill instruction, Technology Literacy: Effective library media programs provide technology media skills instruction in the use of library-based technologies, and Media Literacy: Effective library media programs support the learning of media literacy skills in collaboration with classroom teachers, technology integration specialists, and technology coordinators.

	Lesson Summary:

This is an in-service presented by the district Technology Coordinator and Library Media Specialist to the faculties in grades 6-12 to introduce the incorporation the Information Literacy portion of the Technology Academic Content Standards into their lesson plans. This includes a research model so the students will see a consistent research  model throughout the district.

Commentary:
Pre-Assessment:
Identify strategies to pre-assess student knowledge of the selected standard(s), benchmark(s) and indicator(s). Data from pre-assessment helps educators select specific instructional strategies and determine appropriate complexity and pacing for the lesson. Pre-assessments may be as informal as a reflection on students’ prior learning, a conversation about concepts or warm-up problems at the beginning of class that are not scored. They may be more formally structured, such as a quiz or an assigned writing topic.

The teacher attendees will ask the group for a show of hands to  the following questions:

1. Who has read the Technology Academic Content Standards?

2. Who incorporates information literacy strategies into their plans.

           Scoring Guidelines:
Define scoring guidelines for the pre-assessment, which may take the form of teacher judgment, a checklist or another scoring format. Scoring guidelines should reveal whether or not student has met the indicator or benchmark so that instruction can be modified and targeted to learners accordingly.

The presenters will monitor the response. If any teachers say that they have incorporated information literacy strategies into their research plans, they will be asked to share their experience.

Teachers should conduct ongoing teacher assessment and student self assessment throughout instruction. These can be planned or conducted as opportunities for observation or reflection arise. If planned, describe here.

Post-Assessment:
Identify strategies to assess student learning as a result of the lesson. Data that results should help to plan subsequent instruction.

The Technology Coordinator and/or the Media Specialist will keep a record of the number of times that teachers approach them to collaborate on a lesson.

Scoring criteria should reveal whether or not student has met the indicator or benchmark so that instruction can be targeted accordingly. If possible, assessment and scoring criteria should be developed to reflect student process as well as product.

The Technology Coordinator and the Media Specialist will adjust the in-service according to reaction of the faculty. Also they will keep records of the requests for collaboration and compare them from year-to-year.
