Ohio Standards Connections:

Technology Standard 5: Technology and Information Literacy

Students engage in information literacy strategies, use the Internet, technology tools and resources, and apply information management skills to answer questions and expand knowledge.

Grade 10

Benchmark A: Determine and apply an evaluative process to all information sources chosen for a project.

Indicators:

1. Examine information for its accuracy and relevance to an information need.

2. Identify relevant facts, check facts for accuracy and record appropriate information.

4. Select     appropriate information on two sides of an issue.

Benchmark B: Apply a research model to conduct research and meet information needs.

Indicators:

1. Select the essential question to be examined by the research.

2. Identify sources most likely to have the needed information and determine subjects and keywords to be used in searching magazine databases and other electronic reference resources.

3. Evaluate information and select relevant and pertinent information found in each source, and maintain accurate records of source used.

4. Organize and analyze information, finding connections that lead to a final product.

5. Follow copyright law and use standard bibliographic format to list sources.

6. assess whether essential questions are answered, gather more information and data and modify search terms as needed.  Edit the product.

Benchmark C: Formulate advanced search strategies, demonstrating an understanding of the strengths and limitations of the Internet, and evaluate the quality and appropriate use of Internet resources.

Indicators:

1. Construct an effective search strategy to retrieve relevant information through multiple search engines, directories and Internet resources.

2. Narrow or broaden the search strategy by modifying the keywords entered in the original search strategy.

4.Examine the information retrieved through Internet searching for authenticity of information, bias, currency, relevance and appropriateness.

Benchmark D:

Evaluate choices of electronic resources and determine their strengths and limitations.

Indicators:

1. Choose a topic and identify appropriate electronic resources to use, citing the name and date of the resource database archive collection.
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Lesson Summary:
The media specialist and 10th grade English teacher will collaborate to have students effectively research and produce a scholarly paper on a controversial topic.

Estimated Duration:
The lesson requires two 45-minute periods of instruction and two or three weeks for the students to complete their research and final paper.

Commentary:

Pre-Assessment:
The teacher will poll the class by asking the following questions:

1. How many of you consider what brand of toothpaste is best a controversial topic?

2. How many of you think abortion is a controversial topic?

3. What’s the difference between the topic?

4. What makes a topic controversial?

         Scoring Guidelines:

Post-Assessment:
The students will produce a scholarly research paper that presents both sides of their chosen controversial issue and a works cited page

Instructional Procedures:

1. Teacher will conduct the pre-assessment discussion and guide the students in choosing their topic.

2. The teacher will guide the students in creating their essential questions using the KWL research model that was presented to the teachers at an in-service.

3. In the media center the librarian will use a PowerPoint presentation to instruct the students in methods of evaluating Web sites.

4. The librarian will assist the students in selecting key words from their essential questions to maximize their information search.

5. The students will be instructed in how to locate sources that show both sides of an issue and sources that will help them answer their essential questions.

6. The librarian will assist the students in creating a research strategy to retrieve relevant information.

7. Teacher and librarian will monitor student’s research to see if they need to modify their keywords.

8. Students will produce a typed research paper that includes a Works Cited page in the proper format.
