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Description of pathfinder:  Post WWII was supposed to be a time of peace and rebuilding.  While the world entered an era of “peace” it was, in fact, a time of tension, hatred, and danger.  Politically for the United States, the Cold War was a time period of nuclear power, the threat of this power being used against us, and a developed hatred of the Soviet Union and Communism.  Meanwhile, America was also experiencing events that were changing society and culture.  Suburban life boomed while America attempted to begin desegregation.
