DESCRIPTION OF THE MUSEUM

The New York Guggenheim Museum offers a variety of exhibitions, collections, and educational programs dealing with art and architecture from modern and contemporary time periods. The Guggenheim Museum is a public art museum that grew out of a personal collection of Solomon R. Guggenheim, an American industrialist from the early 1900s. As the private collection grew, the Solomon R. Guggenheim Foundation was created to promote art education and eventually supported the opening of the Museum of Non-Objective Painting in a rented building in New York City in 1939. A few years later, Frank Lloyd Wright began plans for a permanent museum in New York City. This permanent museum opened in 1959. Since then, there have been other Guggenheim Museums established in different parts of the world such as Bilbao, Venice, Berlin, and Las Vegas. 
 

TYPE OF MUSEUM


The Guggenheim is an art, architecture and visual culture museum featuring items mostly from the modern and contemporary time periods. 

WEB RESOURCES

The website offers a variety of resources to enable the users to experience the museum without physically being present. The main web resources available are as follows: Exhibitions, Collection Online, Education/Programs, Shop Online, Membership, and Visit Us.   

EDUCATIONAL RESOURCES

The Guggenheim Museum offers a variety of educational opportunities. The Sackler Center is a visual, performing and literary arts learning laboratory for students consisting of a multimedia lab, computer lab, news corporation new media theater, studio art lab, resource center and the Peter B. Lewis Theater. Students can explore new technologies using the valuable resources the Sackler Center has to offer. 


Children, teens and educators can participate in camps and/or workshops offered throughout the year. Topics for the workshops can vary and the website provides a summary and explanation of the program. Curriculum Resources are also available to teachers. The resources support the collections of the museum whether the visit with their classes are virtual or on site. 


Families can also enjoy educational opportunities at the Guggenheim. Throughout the year, activities and festivals provide interactive programs for the whole family to engage in. The activities help foster an appreciation of the arts and some even coincide with museum exhibitions. For information on these activities, the website provides a brief summary of what to expect and information on registering for a spot. 


A variety of courses, lectures, and tours are offered at the Guggenheim. Gallery Talks can be provided as part of your tour by making prior arrangements. These talks highlight current exhibitions. Public Programs take place in the Sackler Center. These programs cost a separate fee from the admission into the museum, but provide information on specific topics and/or art collections. Screenings are also held in the Sackler Center, but are free of charge. Visitors can view a variety of film programs dealing with art, architecture and/or video. Lastly, adults can take education programs centered on art, but involving other skills such as learning Adobe Photoshop through Art. 

VIRTUAL TOURS/INTERACTIVE DEMONSTRATIONS

If visitors are unable to physically experience the Guggenheim, they can tour the museum virtually online. The online collection consists of 169 artists and spans from recently acquired pieces to those from the earliest time period. The online collection also consists of pieces from the Venice and Berlin museums and plans are for adding some from Bilbao. Using the virtual tour is very easy. Online visitors can search the collection using a keyword search or search by directories. The directories break the search up into the following categories: Artist, Title, Date, Movement, Medium, Concept and Museum. The pieces can be viewed at different levels of resolution. Background information is provided on the piece as well as artist biographies, definitions of art terms, concepts of art and suggestions for further reading. The entire Guggenheim collection is not available by using the virtual tour, but it is possible to obtain information on the complete collection or a particular artist by contacting the museum by the United States Postal service or by email.

POTENTIAL USE OF THE MUSEUM


The Guggenheim could be used in a variety of classes at the high school level. Obviously, the art teacher could bring her classes to the computer lab to view the online collection. Being that our school is located in Ashtabula, Ohio, our students would probably not get the opportunity to visit the Guggenheim physically through a field trip. The online collection would give the students the opportunity to view pieces of art. However, if schools did go on a field trip to the museum, they could view the website and online collection to do some research prior to the visit. 


The pathfinder I did was on Abraham Lincoln. When I performed a search on Abraham Lincoln on the online collection, nothing came up. There was one painting during Lincoln’s time period 1860-1869, but nothing that would pertain to the Lincoln pathfinder. However, this museum could be used on another pathfinder for art class or for current/modern history.
