HISTORICAL, CULTURAL, AND SOCIAL

Students understand the impact of visual art on the history, culture and society from which it emanates. They understand the cultural, social and political forces that, in turn, shape visual art communication and expression. Students identify the significant contributions of visual artists to cultural heritage. They analyze the historical, cultural, social and political contexts that influence the function and role of visual art in the lives of people.
CREATIVE AND COMMUNICATION
Students create artworks that demonstrate understanding of materials, processes, tools, media, techniques and available technology. They understand how to use art elements, principles and images to communicate their ideas in a variety of visual forms
Benchmark A: Explain how and why visual art forms develop in the contexts (e.g., cultural, social, historical and political) in which they were made. 
Benchmark C: Explain ways in which selected, contemporary works of art relate to the themes, issues and events of their contexts 
Benchmark D: Select a culture and create an original work of art that demonstrates understanding of a historical, social or political issue of the culture.
 Investigate the recurrence of a particular style or technique (e.g., pointillism and realism) in a contemporary art movement.

 Compare the artistic styles and subject matter in artworks by contemporary artists of different cultures.
 Describe various sources (e.g. personal experience, imagination, interests, everyday events and social issues) visual artists use to generate ideas for artworks.

 Research an artist or work of art of personal interest and write about the historical, social, cultural or political factors influencing the artist or the work.

Practical activity:

The students will be asked to research given the database of sites, books, links and other information within the schools and classrooms reach.  

The students are going to look into various artist within the 20th century artist grouping of movements and choose one artist to write a biography about(2 pages).  The focus of this lesson and unit will be to look into the Abstract Expressionist movement.  Along with the biographical approach, the kids are to find a specific piece of the artists work and mimic the style and content to wrap around the historical aspect learning the artist.   I have found the knowledge gained by this exercise seems to be more valuable and applicable to the students.
