SPECIFIC TOPIC WITH EXPLANATION: Students will build background knowledge in American wars to further their comprehension on the Reading OGT by reading historical fiction and nonfiction.  Students will study various American wars using non-fiction prose, historical fiction plays, poems, photographs, and museum exhibits, discussing the emotions and attitudes of author and reader (tone and mood) and main idea (theme).  They will have an opportunity to write poetry to express their own feelings about war based on what they have read and seen.
