Description of Pathfinder:  An Exploration of the Ohio Underground Railroad
This pathfinder includes a list of web resources for students and teachers in grade four through five.  The main website utilized is the National Underground Railroad Freedom Center. Ashtabula County had over thirty known Underground Railroad stations or safehouses, and many more conductors. Nearly two-thirds of those sites still stand today. The Hubbard House, known as Mother Hubbard's Cupboard and The Great Emporium, is the only Ohio UGRR terminus, or endpoint, open to the public. At the Hubbard House, there is a large map showing all of the currently known sites.
