Gifted Standards:  

Logical Reasoning:  The student will determine casual reasoning.

Creative Problem Solving:  The student will defer judgment and generate many possible solutions.  The student will compare advantages of alternate approaches.

Divergent Thinking:  The students will put parts together in a “new whole”.  The student will generate many possible new ideas.  The student will form new patterns and structures.  The student will develop or invent original, constructive ideas, or products.
