BOOKS (NON-FICTION)

Branch, Taylor.  At Canaan’s Edge:  America 1965-68, 2007.

The last of a three-part series that details the legal and social struggles in the civil rights era, the book opens with the authorities' violent suppression of a voting-rights march in Alabama on March 7, 1965 and proceeds through the violent year of 1968.

Cottrol, Robert J., Raymond T. Diamond, and Leland B. Ware, Brown v Board of Education: Caste, Culture, and the Constitution (Landmark Law Cases and American Society), 2003

The work explores the cultural context of the groundbreaking Brown decision from the Civil War through the Plessy ruling, which held that blacks had no rights that whites were bound to honor. The authors highlight the pivotal role of the NAACP, which had long challenged customs that conflicted with the country's ideals through prior lawsuits, culminating in Brown.

D’Angelo, Raymond.  The American Civil Rights Movement:  Readings and Interpretations, 2000.
The book comprises an extensive collection of primary and secondary documents of the American Civil Rights movement.  These documents are complemented by analytical and interpretive essays by the editor, setting these documents in their historical, social, and political context.

Grofman, Bernard, ed. Legacies of the 1964 Civil Rights Act (Race, Ethnicity, and Politics), 2000.

The 1964 Civil Rights Act, in conjunction with the Voting Rights Act of the following year, totally transformed the shape of American race relations. This volume provides a broad and detailed picture of the act's impact on African Americans' lives.
Klarman, Michael.  From Jim Crow to Civil Rights:  The Supreme Court and the Struggle for Racial Equality, 2004.  

The book explores the profound legal changes in American race relations took place between 1895 and 1965.  The volume explores the questions of why those changes occurred and how much the constitutional rulings of the U.S. Supreme Court had to

do with it.
