Specify Topic with Explanation: Students will use the below texts and resources to learn more about the Civil Rights Movement with a focus on the Jim Crow laws. As students begin to take a closer look at the events and laws that were in existence during this time period they will begin to realize the injustice that was taking place. This will give students a much better understanding of the setting and events as we begin the novel, The Secret Life of Bees. After reading the text and participating in several discussions students will be required to research a specific event, person, or place during this time period. Students will then compose a paper and presentation using the information they obtained from these sources. 

Description of Pathfinder: This pathfinder includes information on the Jim Crow Laws during the Civil Rights Movement of the 1950s and 1960s.  It includes information on individuals and events important to the movement and provides a wonderful introduction to the segregation of this time period.
