Baumgartner, Richard A. Buckeye Blood: Ohio at Gettysburg. Huntington, W. Va.: Blue


Acorn Press, 2003.

Profiles the military men from Ohio who served in the Ohio Union Army forces during the battle at Gettysburg. More than 4,000 “Buckeyes” were present and nearly a quarter of those lost their lives. Numerous photographs accompany the text. In addition, a listing of Ohio troops at Gettysburg and a list of Ohio soldiers buried at Gettysburg National Cemetery are provided.
Houghton, Gillian. Grant and Lee at Appomattox: A Primary Source History of the End 


Of the Civil War. New York: Rosen Publishing Group, Inc. 2004.
The final battle of the Civil War takes place on April 9, 1865 when General Lee’s army staged a final charge on the Union encampment near Appomattox Court House. This books gives basic information about the leaders and the battle as well as Lee’s surrender at Appomattox. Primary source documents are included along with photographs.
McPherson, James M. Fields of Fury: The American Civil War. New York: Atheneum 


Books for Young Readers, 2002.
This book provides a wonderful visual account of the leaders and battles of the Civil War. From the end papers depicting a timeline of events to the full page topical spreads; facts are given on the left side while a full page image, map or photograph is given on the right.
King, David C. The Battle of Gettysburg. Chicago: Blackbirch Press, 2001.
“Discusses the strategy, tactics, actual fighting, aftermath, and key figures involved in one of the Civil War's pivotal battles at Gettysburg, Pennsylvania.” (From the Columbus Library catalog)
Murray, Aaron R. Civil War Battles and Leaders. New York: DK Publishing, 2004.
Each two page spread visually highlights the leaders and locations for the major battles of the Civil War. Battle maps, a timeline of events and a listing of troop losses for the Union and Confederacy are provided along with a profile of the military leaders for each engagement.

Ray, Delia. Behind the Blue and the Gray. New York: Puffin Books, 1991. 

Part of the reason we know all that we do about the Civil War we owe to the men in uniform who documented the life of a solider through letters and photographs. This work contains accounts, which accurately depicts the lives of Confederate and Union troops.
Silber, Nina. Landmarks of The Civil War. New York: Oxford University Press, 2003.
Laid out in the order of events of the Civil War, this books opens with a profile of the building where Abraham Lincoln made his speech regarding slavery in New York City, February 1860. Contact/visitor information about each of the twelve historic sites is given along with a current photo and its significance to the cause.
