CURRICULUM/SUBJECT AREA:  Language Arts (This of course would also fit Social Studies and Technology curricular areas – but I am focusing on the Language Arts as this will be a unit we team teach to give students a background of the time period to better understand the literature of that period.
OHIO ACADEMIC CONTENT STANDARDS:  Language Arts Grade 10 
Research – Students define and investigate self-selected or assigned issues, topics and    problems. They locate, select and make use of relevant information from a variety of media, reference and technological sources. Students use an appropriate form to communicate their findings.  

Communication – Students learn to communicate effectively through exposure to good models and opportunities for practice. By speaking, listening and providing and interpreting visual images, they learn to apply their communication skills in increasingly sophisticated ways. Students learn to deliver presentations that effectively convey information and persuade or entertain audiences. Proficient speakers control language and deliberately choose vocabulary to clarify points and adjust presentations according to audience and purpose.  

SPECIFIC TOPIC:  Southern Colonies: Georgia, North Carolina, South Carolina & Virginia

SUMMARY OF ASSIGNMENT:  Students will be divided into three groups based on New England, Middle and Southern Colonies.  Students will research the politics, events, people and culture of that region during the colonial period and determine what were their major influences, problems and concerns of the time.  Groups will present the information in a speech and will use technological and visual aids.
