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Students understand why people value visual art.  They present their beliefs about the nature and significance of selected artworks and the reasons for holding these beliefs.  Students reflect on and respect diverse points of view about artworks and artifacts. Benchmark C: Judge the merit of selected artworks and provide the aesthetic basis for their positions. Grade 9: Research and explain various aesthetic theories in visual art.
SPECIFIC TOPIC: Color
GOALS AND OBJECTIVES: This pathfinder includes information on using color in artworks, how color theory and specifically how the color wheel works, and the scientific components that make up color.  The students are to use the pathfinder to help them locate information and identify categories under color theory.  This pathfinder will also help students experiment with color by using indicated museum web sites to create an artwork.  Students will then explore color theories such as monochromatic color schemes, analogous colors; triadic color schemes etc. to complete a painting in class which denotes one of the theories in their painting.  Furthermore, the students will complete their research findings with a written report on color.
