UNIT TOPIC: The Peninsula Project


Through a grant we developed a unit of study called Woodridge Middle School and the CVNP: Teaming Together for a Better Tomorrow. A derivative of the unit was establishing a working relationship with the Peninsula Valley Historic and Education Foundation. Our goal is to learn the history of the Peninsula area and capture graphic and oral histories through scheduled field trips, by examining artifacts and print materials and through this Pathfinder.
SPECIFIC TOPIC: Curiosity Cabinets

The term ‘cabinet’ originally described a room rather than a piece of furniture. Cabinets of curiosities emerged in the sixteenth century. No self-respecting artist would form a "Kunstkammer" or art collection without the three important contents: sculptures and paintings; "curious items from home or abroad"*; and elements belonging to peculiar animals. Today we seek to recreate the sense of wonder that the old cabinets of curiosity once provoked by combining apparently unrelated cultural or personal artifacts while showing their interconnectedness.  Students will ‘collect’ a string of beads, a piece of coral, a landscape paintings, gem-stones, drawings, silk flowers, shells, coins, a rabbits foot, ribbons, artifacts from museums or whatever symbolizes them and arrange them in a ‘container’.
