TITLE OF COMPANION ACTION PLAN: Deaf Artists 1900-2007

GRADE LEVEL: 9-12

CURRICULUM/SUBJECT AREA: Art

SPECIFIC TOPIC: Five deaf artists: Francisco Goya 1746-1828 (late deafened); John Brewster, Jr. 1766-1854; George Catlin (late deafened) 1796-1872; Douglas Tilden 1860-1935; and Joseph Henry Sharp 1859-1953.

This pathfinder examines five deaf artists from 1700-1900. Four artists are painters, one is a sculptor (Tilden). Two artists deal almost exclusively with pictures of American Indians and the Old West (Sharp and Catlin). Joseph Henry Sharp was a native of Ohio. All five artists are claimed as deaf artists by the Deaf Community despite degree of deafness or age of onset of deafness.
